With a quorum present, Mayor Pro Tem Leach called the Meeting to order at 4:00pm.  The Mayor Pro Tem opened with approval of the Consent Agenda.

	Chief Lamparter presented the Security Report for July 15, 2019 – August 19, 2019.  Police activity included 54 incidents or calls for service.  See attached.

	The Meeting proceeded with Old Business; first reading of Ordinance #2019.04 to amend Ordinance #2019.03 FY 2019-2020 Budget Ordinance was first.  Councilman Wylie made a motion and Councilman Palliser seconded to pass the amended budget with a tax levy change from 50.8 to 45 mils.  The vote was unanimous.

	Next, the Mayor Pro Tem announced the filing deadline and petition verification dates and times for the upcoming Municipal Election.
 
	 New Business followed.  Chief Lamparter had two items on the Agenda.  He and the Clerk had a prior discussion about FOIA requests and came to a decision; to better represent the Town, and to decrease time required to prepare FOIA requests, Minutes should remain on the website for three years.  In January, the 2018 Minutes will remain posted instead of being removed.  Next, Chief Lamparter presented the new, Law Enforcement Network Agreement to Council; it mirrors the Myrtle Beach Police Cooperative Agreement.  As adjacent jurisdictions have agreed to the plan, Councilman Wylie made a motion and Councilman Palliser seconded to join the Network Agreement.  The vote was unanimous.
	
	Next, Activity Reports were requested.  Councilman Buonviri reported that Vereen’s Tree Service cut the Buffer Zone and cleared the storm drains in the Town.  The Clerk reminded those present of upcoming MCTI training in Columbia.  She requested that Council prepare any questions for Santee Cooper regarding underground conversion of electric and utilities; they will be added to the other list.  
Santee Cooper will be attending the September Workshop to present information and to field questions per the Planning Commission’s request.  The Planning Commission has their questions prepared.  She reported that she and Jennifer Rackley of Waste Industries will be completing the Full Disclosure Report for DHEC when she returns from Columbia.  The Chief spoke with SCDOT and was informed that paving and striping will begin after Labor Day.  He requested that they clearly stripe the exit with turning lanes at the Middle Gate stoplight.
	
	The next meeting dates and times were announced, and Councilman Wylie made a motion and Leach seconded to enter into Executive Session to discuss Code, compliance, and legalities pertaining to a prior complaint.  The vote was unanimous.
