With a quorum present, Mayor Huffman called the Meeting to order at 4:00pm.  The Mayor opened with approval of the Consent Agenda.

	Chief Lamparter presented the Security Report for August 19, 2019 – September 23, 2019.  Police activity included 38 incidents or calls for service.  See attached.

	The Meeting proceeded with Old Business; second reading of Ordinance #2019.04 to amend Ordinance #2019.03 FY 2019-2020 Budget Ordinance was first.  Councilman Leach made a motion and Councilman Palliser seconded to pass the amended budget with a tax levy change from 50.8 to 45 mils.  The vote was unanimous.

	Next, the Clerk lead a discussion about Ordinance #2009.03 regarding Procurement, Formal Contract Procedure, and bid requirements.  She presented Council with State Procurement Policy and with a copy of the section of the Town Code regarding the same.  Council was advised that the ordinance be amended fully and updated.  Each member of Council will provide feedback and the Ordinance will be revised and amended in full at a later time.

	The last item of Old Business followed.  Mayor Huffman updated Council on the debris clean-up from Hurricane Dorian.  The Preposition Contract was reviewed and will be within the realm of updates to the amended ordinance (#2009.03).  Damage to the swash was discussed with the County consultant and a long-reach track hoe to add sand is not covered within the Grant.  Consideration to join forces with North Myrtle Beach during their next renourishment was discussed.  The channel of the swash still needs to be replaced to its historical tract.    
 
	Next, Activity Reports were requested.  Councilman Buonviri reported that the County cleaned all of the storm drains and cut the buffer.  
Councilman Palliser announced that he would be marking the required asphalt repair areas on Town roads.  He also questioned responsibility of grassy and overgrown areas in need of cutting around Habitat Lake, as Arts in the Park is approaching.  Mayor Huffman explained that the Town is responsible for the dam, the remainder lies on the Association. 
	
	The next meeting dates and times were announced. At 4:30pm, Mayor Huffman made a motion  and Palliser seconded to enter into Executive Session to discuss a conversion in Clerk benefits.  The vote was unanimous.  

At 5:12pm, with no votes taken and no decisions made, Wylie made a motion and Mayor Huffman seconded to return to Regular Session.  After further discussion and plans to readdress, and with no further business to discuss, the Meeting adjourned at 5:17pm.
