With a quorum present, Mayor Huffman called the Workshop to order at 4:00pm. 

Mayor Huffman opened the Workshop with Old Business, Hurricane Dorian.  He informed the Workshop, as he had, prior to, that he submitted a Request for Public Assistance (RPA) and that the Town should be expecting a call from FEMA very soon.  The costs for the Preposition (initial clearing) and Debris Removal were recorded prior, at less than $25,000.00, and to date, with one small project remaining, the total will not exceed.  The estimated cost at this point will be around $22,000.00.  The County suggested that FEMA may be able to provide some assistance with re-directing White Point Swash.

Some more discussion took place on amending the Town Procurement Policy and Ordinance (#2009-03).  Council is to review and provide feedback so that the entire policy and procedure may be amended in early 2020.  Significant changes, including the current Preposition Contract procedure, will need to be made to comply with State and Emergency Management standards.  The Clerk provided a packet, including state information, in a prior Workshop for guidance

	  The Workshop progressed with Council reports as no New Business was on the Agenda.  The Clerk reported that the grant for Fire Wise has been requested and that the membership will be renewed on the portal during the month.  Scott & Company will be conducting the yearly audit throughout the remainder of the month, and focus is on the upcoming Municipal Election.

	No Public Input was shared during the session.  

	Next, the Mayor announced the next meeting dates, and at 4:42, he made a motion to enter into Executive Session to further discuss Resolution #2019.02, Conversion in Clerk benefits and title.  Councilman Palliser seconded the motion; it was unanimous.

With no action taken nor decision made, at 5:13pm, Mayor Huffman made a motion and Palliser seconded to return to Regular Session.  This vote was also unanimous.
