With a quorum present, Mayor Huffman called the Meeting to order at 4:00pm.  The Mayor opened with approval of the Consent Agenda.

	Chief Lamparter presented the Security Report for September 23, 2019 – October 21, 2019.  Police activity included 24 incidents or calls for service.  See attached.

	The Meeting proceeded with Old Business; the first item was discussion and vote on the option of entering into the Class Action Lawsuit on Opioids.  Mayor Huffman made a motion to opt out; Councilman Palliser seconded.  The vote was unanimous.

	Next, Activity Reports were requested.  Councilman Palliser sent necessary road repairs to the contractor and then began a lengthy discussion that continued into the Public Input session.  Nuisances within the Town limits, including lawns, boats, and campers were the topic(s).  Chief Lamparter provided insight into the matters, and five residents attended, including Former Mayor, Gary Pell.  He addressed Article 6 Section 131 A2 of the Town Code, with heavy emphasis on the “reasonably neat and tidy” portion and the violation consequences.  The Boat Ordinance was also highly discussed.  The Chief will follow up with the individual addresses and report results next month.   Peggy Bell suggested that the Code be reviewed and thought be given to ordinance overhaul in the new year.
