With a quorum present, Mayor Huffman called the Meeting to order at 4:00pm.  The Mayor opened with approval of the Consent Agenda.

	First, before proceeding with the regular Meeting Agenda, November 18, 2019 was proclaimed Bob Hock Day.  Mayor Huffman presented, long-time resident historian, Bob Hock, with a Proclamation (see attached).  

	Chief Lamparter presented the Security Report for October 21, 2019 – November 18, 2019.  Police activity included 37 incidents or calls for service.  See attached.

	The Meeting proceeded with Old Business; the first item was an update on the Town’s status with FEMA for Hurricane Dorian.  Documentation has been provided and uploaded into the Grants Portal and the process will be on-going, with the Clerk and representative having weekly meetings.  The Swash will be given a separate project number once the environmental specialists have completed the site visit.  The Town is the first municipality in the area on the list.  Ongoing Old Business related to FEMA continued; the procurement policy and preposition contract will continue review and editing.  Both are expected to be complete in early 2020.

	New Business followed; a discussion and vote took place to adopt Resolution #2019.03.  As a member of the South Carolina Retirement System (SCRS), the Town may opt to participate in the Deferred Compensation Program, S.C. CODE ANNOTATED SECTION 8-23-10 et.seq.  Mayor Huffman made a motion and Councilman Wylie seconded to adopt the resolution.  The vote was unanimous. 
	
	Next, Activity Reports were requested.  Councilman Palliser reported that the asphalt and road repairs are not complete.  He will continue to converse with Coastal Asphalt on the progress.  Santee Cooper is continuing to clear tree limbs from the easements and will return for missed areas and specifics.  Their work will require a smaller machine to maneuver through the tight areas.   
Councilman Buonviri briefed the meeting on a pending United States Supreme Court Case, Maui v. Hawaii Wildlife Fund No. 18-260, involving pollution discharge under the Clean Water Act.  It is of interest to the Town, relating to septic tanks, specifically whether pollution from a point of discharge into a groundwater source that can potentially reach navigable waterways, must be regulated.  The Swash project was discussed as work is on a start and stop basis due to the tide.  
	
	Mayor Huffman announced the next meeting dates and times, and with no further business to discuss, the Meeting adjourned at 4:37pm.
