With a quorum present, Mayor Huffman called the Workshop to order at 4:00pm. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mayor Huffman opened the Workshop with Old Business.  The first item of Old Business was the Quarterly Report of the Planning Commission, provided by Chairman, Charles Helsel.    The report to Council summarized the time table of upcoming Planning Commission goals towards the 2020 Comprehensive Plan and of the meeting involving Santee Cooper.  

Next, the Clerk provided a summary of the Recovery Scoping Meeting with Federal Emergency Management (FEMA) and South Carolina Emergency Management Division (SCEMD) for Hurricane Dorian DR4464.  Some more discussion took place on amending the Town Procurement Policy and Ordinance (#2009-03).  Council is to review and provide feedback so that the entire policy and procedure may be amended in early 2020 to better meet SCEMD and FEMA requirements.

	  Next, Chief Lamparter updated meeting attendants on nuisances reported within the Town the prior month.  The majority of the issues have been mitigated or are in progress.  High grass areas have been mown, and/or bush hogged except for one vacant lot.

	New Business was next on the Agenda.  The Clerk formally presented the 2019 Municipal Election Results; Huston Huffman was re-elected as Mayor, John Wylie as Councilmember, and Margaret “Peggy” Bell was newly elected to Council.  The Town of Briarcliffe Acres registered the highest voter turn-out among local municipalities, according to local news media.

	Chief Lamparter presented important, time-sensitive information on State Procurement regarding the purchase options for the new police vehicle.  After all options were presented, barring no available dealer representation, the best option will be to purchase a new, 2020 Dodge Charger ($25, 918.00), to be delivered in January. 

The Workshop progressed with Council reports.  The Clerk presented Council with the 2020 yearly Town Calendar, which is coordinated with the Planning Commission’s 2020 Comprehensive Plan requirements.  Several dates are coordinated among both.  She also discussed the vacant lot clearing; one lot, #108, remains incomplete.

	No Public Input was shared during the session.
