With a quorum present, Mayor Huffman called the Workshop to order at 4:00pm. 

Mayor Huffman opened the Workshop with Old Business; the first item on the Agenda was review of bids received for sand fencing and sea oats.  The Town received three bids, one of which was only for fencing and did not include Sea Oats.  None were within the budget and further discussion would follow, and all options would be vetted in the upcoming week.  Executive Session would not follow.  

Next, a short discussion took place on the Fire Wise Bid Package as the canopy is again included as a subsection of the bid.  The pertinence of following the company closely to monitor performance was stressed during the discussion.  The bid ad in the Sun News will follow.

New Business followed.  Chief Lamparter discussed amending Sec. 6-134 Property stewardship and nuisance abate.  The Town attorney, Emma Ruth Britain, will provide feedback as to the following questions in regards to:   (c) 1 – Notice – how to notify- as a Town Newsletter is a far outdated means of communication, and (e) – Debt collection – this process will continue to change, and should reflect so and be in accordance with law.

Next on the New Business Agenda was an update on the February 6th storm.  Town damages were discussed.  Vereen Tree Service cleared the roads after the storm and maintained passage immediately following so that clearance was available to any emergency vehicles and/or first responders.  At first glance, the Town suffered what was equivalent to hurricane damage with trees down and debris to be cleared.  The Clerk was instructed to draft and send a letter to residents with instruction about personal responsibility for yard debris collection as the County had not declared a state of emergency and most likely will not.  If there is no Federal or State funding, then the Town will only be responsible for Town roads and right of ways.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Extraneous discussion took place about residents (or their lawn contractor) continuing to place personal yard debris in Town medians.  This is not allowed, and furthermore, is in violation, and is an offense warranting a fine.  
To further reiterate the ordinance, Chief Lamparter stated that because an individual homeowner has chosen to hedge their lot to the road and encroach on Town right of ways, does not give them unspoken permission to cross the pavement and place debris on the Town median in any circumstance.  

The Clerk reiterated the need for before pictures, time-stamped, for any damages during any form of storm or disaster, prior to any clean-up of any kind.  It is a mandated requirement for insurance, FEMA, and State Emergency Management.  Councilman Buonviri did remind everyone that normal maintenance of the medians is included in the Landscape Maintenance contract.
  
 Council Reports followed; Councilwoman Bell reported on the continuing transition and scope of selection with Wells Fargo.  

The Clerk spoke of new changes to recycling items not allowed by the Solid Waste Authority and fines that may be imposed by Waste Industries to those who do not comply (pizza boxes).    She also received permission to have a vendor for microphones come and provide information to Council.  She reminded Council that she and Councilwoman Bell would be attending a human resources seminar in Florence the next week for a day, and that she would be attending MCTI in Columbia the following week.

The Mayor had everyone review the letter to the CTC for the roads funding grant and the meeting to follow on Tuesday.  Councilman Palliser agreed to accompany Mayor Huffman to the CTC meeting.  
	  
	 Public Input was shared during the session about other municipalities aborting recycling services due to the costs having to be endured, and China not accepting recyclable materials beyond aluminum cans.

	Next, the Mayor announced the next meeting dates, and the Workshop adjourned at 5:40pm.
