With a quorum present,  Mayor Huffman called the Meeting to order at 4:00pm.  The Mayor opened with approval of the Consent Agenda.

	Chief Lamparter presented the Security Report for January 21, 2020 - February 18, 2020.  Police activity included 29 incidents or calls for service.  See attached.

	The Meeting proceeded with Old Business; the Clerk presented Chairman Helsel's Planning Commission Quarterly Report to Council.  In his report, he stated that all draft sections of the 2020 Comprehensive Plan were submitted to the Clerk at the January meeting and that the commission will continue work, including mapping, and will maintain its timeline for completion.

	Next on the Old Business Agenda was an update on the Swash with regards to FEMA.  The Town is awaiting a pending Determination Memo (DM) for the Swash.  According to Environmental Specialists and Attorneys for FEMA, unless the Town receives a bill for work completed on White Point Swash within the next 60 days, there will be no funding provided by FEMA or State Emergency Management for the swash.  

	The Mayor and Councilman Palliser surveyed the Lakes and found them at depths of five feet and with little  change in sediment build-up since Mayor Huffman last measured (several years ago).  Dredging is not required at this time or within the near future.  However, the Town will solicit vendors to clear the Lakes of trees and branches and excess debris.  

	The Town is continuing to seek quotes for an acceptable bid for sand fencing and sea oats.

	The last item of Old Business on the Agenda was first reading, in Title Only, of Ordinance #2020.01 - to amend three sections of Ordinance #2009-03 Title IX - Purchasing procedures.  Second reading is to take place at the March Town Meeting.  Mayor Huffman made a motion and Councilman Wylie seconded the motion; the vote was unanimous.

	The Town Attorney will continue to review and propose changes to the Preposition Contract and 6-134 Stewardship (c) 1 and (e) of the Town Code.

	New Business followed; the Mayor made a motion and Wylie seconded to adopt Resolution #2020.01 to renew commitments in the Statewide Mutual Aid Agreement for Emergency and Disaster Response/Recovery.  This vote was also unanimous.	

	 Mayor Huffman requested Activity Reports.  Treasurer, Peggy Bell, provided a Treasurer’s report.  See attached.  She is continuing to work with Wells Fargo to evaluate accounts.   

	Councilman Wylie reported on damages to the Deer Fence from the February 6th storm; he has engaged Goode Fence to complete the repairs.  He and Chief Lamparter will survey extraneous debris piles in the Town and Chief Lamparter will send correlating letters to residents with appropriate direction.  The Clerk discussed an issue with tree maintenance, topping, and trimming that a resident wanted brought to attention.  As a result of the issue and discussion about proper tree stewardship, a discussion on property law in accordance to trees and adjacent property owners followed.  

	The Clerk announced March to be Volunteer and Staff/Employee Appreciation and Health and Wellness Awareness month.  Grand Strand Wellness and Fitness agreed to reward the hard work of those Town members (staff, volunteers, and employees) wishing to attend with individual, 10-minute  sessions for a two-hour period, free of charge.  Sign-up began for the March date.  She also announced that a representative from televic conference would be attending the March Workshop with information and displays of microphones and recording devices.

	During the Public Input session, some measures of marking completed clean-up areas with signage were discussed again.  Brush encroaching roadways on Patterson drive was also discussed; there are some areas where two cars cannot pass at the same time. 

	Mayor Huffman announced the next meeting dates and times, and with no further business to discuss, the Meeting adjourned at 5:23pm.
