With a quorum present, Mayor Huffman called the Workshop to order at 4:00pm with communication and discussion system assistance from televic conference. 

Mayor Huffman opened the Workshop with Old Business.  Council revisited bids for Sand Fencing and Sea Oats (#2020.01) and agreed to engage an acceptable bid at a Special Bid Approval Meeting immediately following the Workshop.  

Next, bids were opened and reviewed for Package #2020.02 Canopy and Fire Wise.  Bids were received from Vereen Tree Service and Parkman Tree Service.  Parkman was the lowest bidder for each phase; the bids will be awarded at next week's Town Meeting. 

Council reviewed Bid Package #2020.03 CTC Resurfacing Project.  The Town was formally granted funds from the Horry County Transportation Committee to resurface roads.  An extensive timeline review was included in the discussion and an Agency Selection Committee was selected.  The entire process, governed by State Procurement, will require some Special Meetings.  Mayor Huffman will include curb repairs in the square yard footage. 

Council Reports followed; Councilwoman Bell reported on the continuing transition and CEO Portal clean-up with Wells Fargo.  She discussed options for transferring funds to the Municipal Investment Program as rates are better; she is consulting with the Town CPA. The Clerk and Treasurer will also begin the new, Positive Pay uploading with Wells Fargo in the upcoming week. 

Councilman Wylie reported that the Deer Fence repairs are complete for the quoted price.  He and Mayor Huffman assessed stumps in Town right of ways and medians and discovered about ten new that require grinding and removal.  Vereen Tree service will complete the work.  Requests were made for the landscape maintenance crew to remove vines from shrubbery in medians as well.  

Councilman Palliser is continuing his attempt to obtain a contractor to complete necessary clean-up, beyond the normal treatments, in the Lakes.  Trees and/or large limbs are downed in several locations and a boat will be required.  He is also going to schedule an earlier treatment.

Chief Lamparter discussed the options for annual maintenance of the Gate Cameras.  He is going to consult with ASG and hopes to have it resolved prior to the 2020 fiscal year budget.  He also reported on the yard debris piles and actions taken since letters were sent to individual residents.

The Clerk reported on the storm damage totals from the February storm.  Nine loads of debris were hauled to the landfill (14.39 tons), 47 man hours were spent on removal, and $9,400.00 plus tipping fees was paid by the Town.   She will send a resident letter later in the week informing residents of the upcoming work on the dunes (sand fencing and sea oats) and the roads.  Additionally, Ms. Newbold reported that all but one commission member from the Board of Zoning Appeals and the Planning Commission has registered for required orientation or continued learning.  

Dr. Susan Libes, from Coastal Carolina University, is planning to present results found from the first year of volunteer water quality testing in the Town.  She will assist the Clerk in how to read the results so that she may inform others and may interpret.
	  
	Mayor Huffman discussed guidelines sent out by the Municipal Association regarding the Coronavirus COVID-19.  The Town will continue to follow the State and other local governments.  As the information provided is applicable, it will be added to the resident letter.  The Mayor also provided drafts and requested input on letters to be sent from the Town to the Speaker of the House and the President of the Senate to oppose off-shore drilling in the area.

	Craig Bess, of V2 Marketing, shared information about the microphones and communication system used in the Meeting.  The Town will further pursue information and meet with a representative in the near future to incorporate devices and systems into the budget for installation in the Town Hall.
 
	 With no further business to discuss, the Mayor announced the next meeting dates, and the Workshop adjourned at 5:31pm.
