	The Town Council held a Virtual Town Meeting  on Monday, May 18, 2020 at 4:00pm via teleconference 717.275.8940 or 712.832.8330 Access Code 2667649.  Town Clerk, Jennifer Newbold administered the Virtual Meeting from the Town office at 121 North Gate Road, Myrtle Beach, South Carolina  29572.  Mayor Huffman, Council, and Chief Lamparter attended the Meeting from other, separate locations.

With a quorum present, Mayor Huffman called the Meeting to order at 4:00pm. 

	Clerk Newbold opened the Meeting with Roll Call.  

	The Mayor proceeded with New Business, first reading (Title Only) of Ordinance #2020.03 - Fiscal Year 2020 - 2021 Budget for $615,972.00 requiring a tax levy of 45 mils.  He motioned and Councilman Wylie seconded to adopt the ordinance.  The vote was unanimous.

	Next, Chief Lamparter continued the discussion from the Workshop in regards to amending Ordinance #2014-09 Summons for parking violations.  The amendment will allow the Town police department to use a Town, County, or State parking violation summons for vehicles parked in violation of state law or Town ordinance.  The summons may be placed on the vehicle or given to driver or vehicle owner.  Mayor Huffman made a motion and Councilman Palliser seconded to adopt Ordinance #2020.04 (Title Only) to amend #2014-09.  This vote was also unanimous.  

	Old Business continued with updates on sea oats, roads, stormwater/lakes, and the preposition contract.  The Mayor discussed timing for the sea oats installation and preparing to complete the work during low tide.  

	Southern Asphalt will meet with the Mayor in the next few weeks to discuss milling locations prior to paving; they will begin the CTC  road work project in late June or early July.  

	Councilman Palliser provided information about the Lakes treatments and reported that Coastal Pond Solutions is waiting for a clear, non-windy day for spraying.  The carp are stocked and spraying will break up the algae.  He has contacted the residents who provided Public Input for the Workshop and informed them of the budgeting and plans for Lakes in the upcoming fiscal year.  The Clerk advised that Horry County treated the catch basins for mosquitoes; they were highly infested.  They will return to spray again in the near future.  Mayor Huffman reported on the County's work clearing debris from the Bayberry drainage ditch; he provided before and after pictures prior to the Meeting.  Vereen Tree Service brought dirt in to fill ruts in the Birch ditch left by Santee Cooper equipment.  The ruts were interfering with drainage as well. 

	Emphasis was placed on the changes in the format of the Preposition contract out to bid.  The agreement, now FEMA and State Emergency Management compliant, will be solely for clearing roads.  This is to provide clear, efficient entry and exit for first responders and public safety officials.    

	Next, Chief Lamparter recognized the life and service of former Briarcliffe Acres Municipal Judge, Derrick Blanton.  He passed away after a lengthy illness.

	Committee reports followed.  Councilman Wylie reported some breaking of roadway and patching needed on Live Oak Lane.  Councilman Buonviri requested guidance in having the buffer mown while campaign signs are posted.  He was advised to move them and replace when the buffer was cleared as the signs are protected by State Law. 

	 With no further business to discuss, the Virtual Town Meeting adjourned at 4:26pm.
