Town Clerk, Jennifer Newbold administered the Virtual Workshop from the Town office at 121 North Gate Road, Myrtle Beach, South Carolina  29572.  Mayor Huffman, Council, and Chief Lamparter attended the Meeting from other, separate locations.

With a quorum present, Mayor Huffman called the Meeting to order at 4:00pm. 

	Clerk Newbold opened the Meeting with Roll Call.  

	The Mayor began the Workshop with Old Business, deferring any lingering budget discussions to Treasurer, Peggy Bell.  She discussed a couple of last-minute items of business including expected deposits and expenditures to be considered for the second reading of the budget at the upcoming Town Meeting.

	New Business followed.  Town Clerk, Jennifer Newbold opened the bids received for Bid Package #2020.04 Preposition Agreement for named and unnamed storms.  Four bids were received for major damage price per hour:
· PSI  $1,000.00/hour
· Vereen Tree Service  $300.00/hour
· Parkman Tree Service  $200.00/hour
· C.L. Benton & Sons  $785.00/hour
Discussion followed; after confirmation of terms and timing, the bid will be awarded to the lowest bidder at the June 15th Town Meeting.  A purchase order will be executed the following day.   

Next, Chief Lamparter held a brief discussion about cancellation of most government-sponsored fireworks for the Independence Holiday weekend.  Council followed with the Chief’s normal recommendation that the Town suspend no parking on Beach Drive and to allow private fireworks on July 4th on the Briarcliffe Beach. 

	Next, Mayor Huffman requested Committee Reports.  He reported on the Sea Oats project and that the installed sea oats are guaranteed with 90% survival.    

	Councilman Palliser reported on the Lakes; he noted that Lakes were treated on June 5 and that after inspection by Council Committee members, the debris in the Lakes is very bad and beyond targeting and noting all areas.  North Lake is highly affected and to clear debris from all the Lakes, will exceed the fiscal year budget.  It is a task that will require more specialized manpower and be more time-consuming than expected.  Palliser also expressed need for a catch basin on Bayberry and discussion was requested for the meeting agenda.

	Public Input was shared with Council via packets.  Requests for Council to review the current Dock Ordinance were submitted prior to the Workshop.  Council discussed the current ordinance and did not deem it necessary for any changes, but will forward it to other agents for review.
