	On Sunday, March 15, 2020 Mayor, Huston Huffman enacted Ordinance #2019.01 and declared a State of Emergency (Coronavirus COVID-19).  Ordinance #2020.02, Emergency Ordinance for Public Meetings Procedure during COVID-19, enacted on April 6, 2020, was extended on May 15, 2020 with no expiration date.	

	The Town Council held a Virtual Town Meeting on Monday, June 15, 2020 at 4:00pm via teleconference 717.275.8940 or 712.832.8330 Access Code 2667649.  Town Clerk, Jennifer Newbold administered the Virtual Meeting from the Town office at 121 North Gate Road, Myrtle Beach, South Carolina  29572.  Mayor Huffman, Council, and Chief Lamparter attended the Meeting from other, separate locations.

With a quorum present, Mayor Huffman called the Meeting to order at 4:00pm. 

	Clerk Newbold opened the Meeting with Roll Call.  

	The Mayor began the Meeting with Old Business, second reading of Ordinance #2020.03 FY 2020 – 2021 Budget for $620,512.00 requiring a tax levy of 45 mils.  Councilman Palliser made a motion and Councilman Wylie seconded to adopt the ordinance.  The vote was unanimous.

	The next item of Old Business was second reading of Ordinance #2020.04 to amend #2014-09 Summons for parking violation.  Council and Chief Lamparter discussed some logistics; some new signage will be ordered to accompany.  Wylie made a motion of to adopt the ordinance and Palliser seconded.  This vote was also unanimous.

	Next, Wylie made a motion and Councilwoman Bell seconded to award the Preposition Contract (Bid #2020.04) to Parkman Tree Service ($200.00/hour) to clear roads after major storm damage.  The vote was unanimous.  

	   More Old Business followed.  Councilman Buonviri discussed overflow parking areas for the holiday weekend and the Chief stated that personal fireworks would be allowed until 11pm on the Briarcliffe Beach.  Bell made a motion and Buonviri seconded to cancel suspension of private fireworks on the Briarcliffe Beach and parking on Beach Drive for the 4th of July.  
	Next, Council revisited and discussed ARTICLE VII – DOCK CONSTRUCTION as the last item of Old Business.  After thorough review of the ordinance, Council collectively agreed that all guidelines set forth will be enforced.  The Clerk was instructed to draft a letter for the residents that have docks or walkways.  She also suggested that she contact the Insurance Reserve Fund (Town Insurance Policy) to review coverage. Dock inspections will begin after ample time is given for residents to provide insurance to the Town for file and to apply for permits for gates, demolition, and repairs.  

	One item of New Business was on the Agenda.  Because communication and discussion have not been optimal via telephone conference calls, other options for Virtual Meetings were discussed.  Councilman Palliser volunteered to research Virtual Meeting venues and report at the next Workshop.  Mayor Huffman made a motion and Bell seconded to spend up to $1,500.00 to purchase cameras for Council who are in need to enable for audio/video virtual meetings.
	
	Next, Mayor Huffman requested Committee Reports.  He reported on the Sea Oats project and that the installed sea oats are guaranteed with 90% survival.    

	Councilman Palliser reported that he met with the residents at 53 Bayberry about the catch basin discussed at the Workshop.  He also addressed the factor of having 53 allow 43 and 44 run to the basin.

	No Public Input was shared during the session.
