	The Town Council held an Outdoor Council Workshop on Monday, July 13, 2020 at 4:00pm from the front lawn of the Town office at 121 North Gate Road, Myrtle Beach, South Carolina  29572.  The media and public were duly notified of the date, time, and place of the workshop.

With a quorum present, Mayor Pro tempore, John Wylie called the Meeting to order at 4:00pm. 
	
	The Workshop began with Old Business.  The draft of the Lakes letters was reviewed and some revisions made.  The letters will be mailed with the dock ordinance to 39 residents/lot owners bordering the Lakes explaining the need for permits to build, repair, or demolish walkways or docks, and requesting a copy of insurance to be filed with the Town.  Information provided within the letter will allow ample time for preparation for upcoming inspections to begin mid-September.

	New Business followed.  Chief Lamparter led a general discussion on public safety and the need to increase police hours/presence and monitoring as crime continues to increase, especially during the pandemic. He elaborated further on a conversation he had with a neighboring Community Property Manager related to the matter.  Discussion followed.  
 
	Next, Mayor Pro tem Wylie requested Committee Reports.  He reported that Southern Asphalt is to begin and finish the resurfacing project by the end of the week.  Some other areas in need of patching were noted, specifically, the drain at Ocean View Drive.  

	Additionally, Wylie reiterated purchasing cameras to conduct virtual meetings and reminded any Council member needing one to purchase it before the Town Meeting.  

	The Clerk requested that the Word, Excel, and Publisher programs on the office computer be updated to 2010 due to formatting issues with document sharing.  She reported on the Comprehensive Plan timeline and upcoming Resolution and Public Hearing to adopt the plan.  The Clerk also announced that a new Election Commissioner, David Steed, was initiated.  He replaced the last year of the former Chair, Kathy Herron's, term, and will continue to serve a six-year term. 

	Councilwoman Bell posed the question of the exact amount of money to be transferred to the Municipal Investment Pool and discussed the current interest rates for Wells Fargo and with the Municipal Pool.  Council, again, discussed the options and will formally vote at the next Town Meeting.  

	Councilman Buonviri brought reference to the man-hours being spent by the Town landscape maintenance crew and requested a change in wording for the next contract.  He asked that the requirements be changed to incorporate mandatory, weekly hours.  Council further discussed and cross-referenced landscape and tree/bush overgrowth in medians and corners deterring sight.  Sight lines from stop signs need to be pruned more frequently.

	No Public Input was shared during the session.
