With a quorum present, Mayor Pro tempore John Wylie called the Meeting to order at 4:06pm. 

	The Meeting began on a solemn note, with the resignation announcement of Mayor, Huston Huffman by the Mayor Pro tem, and reading of the resignation letter by request for Mayor Huffman by Jennifer Newbold, Town Clerk.   By necessity, immediately following, Council voted on new signatories for Town accounts.  Councilman Palliser made a motion and Treasurer, Peggy Bell, seconded the motion for John Wylie to replace Mayor Huffman on the signatory list for banking accounts on an interim basis, and for Treasurer, Peggy Bell to remain.   The vote was unanimous.

	Also, on the New Business Agenda, the Clerk presented the quarterly report for the Planning Commission and Resolution #PC2020.01 Consideration and Adoption of the 2020 Town of Briarcliffe Acres Comprehensive Plan.  
She advised any Meeting attendants and Council of the Public Hearing date and time – August 24, 2020 4pm and requested that any edits to the plan be sent to her by August 17, 2020 to ensure they be finalized prior to the Public Hearing.  
		
	Council adopted Resolution #2020.02 to provide for signatories, as recommended by the Municipal Association.  Councilman Palliser made a motion and Councilman Buonviri seconded to adopt the resolution; this was also a unanimous vote.
 	
Committee Reports were requested.  Bell summarized the Treasurer’s report which was made available to Council prior to the Meeting.  Councilman Palliser reported on the re-growth of algae on North Lake and the need to coordinate with all residents involved for the new catch basin.

Next, the Clerk was asked to provide the Special Mayoral Election information.  She addressed the statutory election timeline with the Mayor’s resignation date of August 3, 2020.   The Special Election will take place on October 27, 2020 according to the resignation date, and procedures will follow normal election protocol.  

	 Public Input shared during the session provided that the communication and sound during the video conference of this Meeting was much improved versus the phone-only conferences.
