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	On Sunday, March 15, 2020 the Honorable Mayor, Huston Huffman, enacted Ordinance #2019.01 and declared a State of Emergency (Coronavirus COVID-19).  Ordinance #2020.02, Emergency Ordinance for Public Meetings Procedure during COVID-19, enacted on April 6, 2020, was extended on May 15, 2020 with no 60-day expiration date.	

	The Town Council held a Virtual Council Workshop on Monday, August 10, 2020  via https://teams.microsoft.com/join/prhlrb71d26d.  Town Clerk, Jennifer Newbold administered the Virtual Workshop from the Town office at 121 North Gate Road, Myrtle Beach, South Carolina 29572.  Council and Chief Lamparter attended the Workshop from other locations virtually or via tele-conference.  All members of Council (John Wylie, Peggy Bell, David Buonviri, and Brian Palliser) were in attendance.

	Mayor Pro tempore Wylie opened the Workshop with reflection on the untimely passing of the Honorable Huston Huffman.  He followed with the first item of Old Business, the Special Mayoral Election.  The Election will be held on Tuesday, October 20, 2020 at the Town Hall, 121 North Gate Road, to fill the vacant Mayoral seat.  Filing opened at 12pm on August 10, 2020 and will close at 12pm on August 22, 2020.  

Next, on the Old Business Agenda, the Mayor Pro tem discussed the road work and invoice for work completed by Southern Asphalt for the County Transportation Committee (CTC) grant.  Wylie referenced a credit balance of about $13,000.00 brought to Council’s attention by the Clerk.  Ride III grant funds are still available.  The Clerk is going to discuss the terms and availability of the funds with the County liaison and provide a report at the next meeting.  

Lakes and Docks followed on the Old Business Agenda.  The Clerk reported on the residents who have provided the Certificate of Insurance (COI) requested by ordinance and for file.  Council discussed upcoming inspections and those available to aid with inspections to include Code Enforcement, Chief Lamparter, and Councilman Palliser.   In reference to inspections and code enforcement, Chief Lamparter discussed the nuisance at 77 Cedar Lane.  As the home is uninhabited, action is moving forward.  Further discussion surfaced about Pine Tree Lane as well.

A short conference took place about the draft of the 2020 Comprehensive Plan.  The Clerk was asked to update the roads plans and information on water testing within the Town.  She asked that members of Council submit any additions by August 17, to ensure they are in amended stage for the Public Hearing and first reading of the ordinance.

New Business followed.  Mayor Pro tem Wylie began a discussion for a proclamation or memorial to recognize the service and efforts of recently deceased Mayor, Huston Huffman.  Many ideas were shared; it will be revisited at the next Town Meeting.  

Hurricane Isaias debris, damages, and recovery was next on the Agenda.  The Town dodged a big hit and had minimal debris to remove.  Vereen’s Tree Service removed debris from the Town medians and that which floated down streets during the hurricane.  Vereen will be charged with clearing debris from the buffer as well.  Councilman Buonviri will call the County to seek assistance with sea grass cleanup on the beach.   

	The Treasurer reported that two of the sewer loans for the Municipal Improvement District were paid in full.  The Town released the liens on the two properties.  

	Chief Lamparter reported on a nationwide shortage of cars available for purchase in addition to the down time he recently experienced for repair of his vehicle.  The warranty for the current cruiser will expire in February 2021.  

	No Public Input was shared during the session.
	 
	The next meeting dates were announced, and Councilman Palliser made a motion and Councilwoman Bell seconded to enter into Executive Session at 5:10pm to discuss a legal matter.  The vote was unanimous.

At 5:25pm, with no decisions made, nor votes taken, Palliser made a motion and Buonviri seconded to return to regular session; this vote was also unanimous.  With no further business to discuss, the Virtual Workshop adjourned at 5:25pm.
