Ordinance #2020.02, Emergency Ordinance for Public Meetings Procedure during COVID-19, enacted on April 6, 2020, was extended on May 15, 2020 with no 60-day term.  The ordinance will expire on September 15, 2020, enduring the six-month aggregate. 	

The Town Council held a Virtual  Town Meeting on Monday, August 24, 2020 at 4:28pm via  https://teams.microsoft.com/join/prhlrb71d26d, immediately following a Virtual Public Hearing.  Town Clerk, Jennifer Newbold, administered the Virtual Meeting from the Town office at 121 North Gate Road, Myrtle Beach, South Carolina  29572.  Council and Chief Lamparter attended the Meeting from other, separate locations.  The media and public were duly notified of the date, time, and place of the Virtual Town Meeting.

With a quorum present, Mayor Pro tempore John Wylie called the Town Meeting to order at 4:28pm. 
          	        
	The Mayor Pro tem opened the Meeting with the Consent Agenda, the July Minutes and Financial Statement.

	 Chief Lamparter presented the Security Report for July 20, 2020 – August 24, 2020.  Police activity included 55 incidents or calls for service.  See attached.  

	First on the Old Business Agenda was first reading of Ordinance #2020.05 (Title Only) To adopt the Town of Briarcliffe Acres 2020 Comprehensive Plan.  Councilwoman Bell made a motion, and Mayor Pro tem Wylie seconded; the vote was unanimous.  Second reading of the Plan will take place prior to Thanksgiving.

	Next, Councilman Palliser began a several-element discussion about the Lakes.  He discussed results from the Water Quality Testing Data Meeting that he and the Clerk attended.  Further elaboration will follow, including a link to the Town website.  A fountain is not functioning in North Lake; according to an original agreement between the Town and Briarcliffe Acres Association, the Association is responsible for the electric bill and maintenance of the fountain.  He followed with cleanup of the Lakes and stated that November – January would be the best months to begin the work; accessibility and manpower are the key components, as the project will be lengthy and costly.  Palliser has discussed entry to the shoreline and water with different residents.
	
Following the list of items on the Old Business Agenda, Chief Lamparter provided insight into an Enforcement Letter sent to the owner of 77 Cedar Lane.  Progress is evident and all parties are complying. 

	Next, the Chief provided a report of service items over the life-span and within the calendar year on the Police vehicle.  Recently, the car was not in service and was towed.  The Chief suggested the Town purchase an older spare for emergencies while he ventures into the State Procurement Pool for the new vehicle.  He was provided permission to begin the new search as the funds are budgeted.

	New Business followed with several items on the Agenda.  Emergency Ordinance #2020.06 was adopted through November 16, 2020.  Councilman Buonviri made a motion and Mayor Pro tem Wylie seconded; the vote was unanimous.  Ordinance #2020.02 endured the statutory six months; a new ordinance is required.  The ordinance provides for Emergency procedures for Public Meetings in the Town during the continuance of the Coronavirus epidemic.

	The Clerk reported that filing was complete on August 20, 2020 for the Special Mayoral Election.  The Elections Commission will have the Clerk send out a notice to residents on Tuesday providing the candidate names and important dates.

	Council discussed the Hazard Mitigation Plan (County Cooperative) and Wylie and Buonviri will address the Town information and needs with the representative.

	 The Mayor Pro tem requested remaining Committee Reports next.  The Treasurer provided her report (see attached) and discussed waiting to join the Municipal Investment Pool until a Mayor is in place.  

	An ongoing topic of concern was shared about multiple families sharing a single house-keeping unit.  The Chief provided some insight into the Town Ordinance and the topic and ordinance are to be revisited in September.

	Councilman Buonviri reported that the County will not aid with the sea grass clean-up on the beach.  The Association and volunteers will complete the work to the best of their capability.  

	The Clerk reported that Ride III made an exception and that the remaining funds may be used for repairs, not just resurfacing.

	 Council collaborated about honoring former Mayor Huston Huffman.  They decided to dedicate and name the meeting room in the Town Hall as the “Huston Huffman Council Chambers”.  A formal dedication will be scheduled later when public can attend.

	No Public Input was shared during the session.

	The September meeting dates were announced and at 5:50pm, Palliser made a motion and Bell seconded to enter Executive Session to discuss legal representation.  The vote was unanimous. 

	At 6:10pm, with no votes taken, nor decisions made, Wylie made a motion and Bell seconded to return to Regular Session; this vote was also unanimous.  With no further business to discuss, the Virtual Town Meeting adjourned at 6:11pm.
