2017 Donations: $4,000 (as of 5/15/17)

$2,500 for the family of a local guard at the US Embassy Addis Ababa, Ethiopia, who died of a heart attack. He
had been with the embassy for 17 years. He leaves behind a wife and two children.

$1,000 for a member of the Local Guard Force at US Embassy Libreville, Gabon who lost his home and
possessions when his house burned to the ground.

$500 for funeral expenses for the relative of a DS Security Engineer Officer.

2016 Donations: $89,921

$9,640 to the families of forty-three local guards from the Kabul Embassy Security Force who were killed during
a Taliban attack (Vehicle Borne Improvised Explosive Device) on Camp Sullivan (a US State Dept facility),
outside of Kabul, Afghanistan, on 1/4/16. Each family will receive the equivalent of one month’s salary.

$3,000 ($1,500/ each) to two Local Guards at US Embassy Skopje, Macedonia, to assist with repairs to their
homes which were severely damaged during flash floods that swept through Skopje this past August.

$2,000 for the family of Security Specialist at US Consulate Kolkata, India who died recently from an extended
illness.

$2,000 for an employee at US Embassy Rome, Italy, whose house was severely damaged during the earthquake
in Amatrice, Italy in August.

$25,000 in scholarship awards to eight high school seniors for college expenses, recipients of the 2016 DSF
Scholarship Program (two students received top award of $5,000/ each, six students received $2,500/ each).
$3,000 to cover uninsured costs associated with cancer treatment for a DS employee.

$2,000 to a Local Guard at the US Consulate Erbil, Iraq, whose home was destroyed in a fire.

$6,000 to the family of a Local Guard at U.S. Embassy Jakarta, Indonesia who died of a heart attack. He had been
with the embassy for 32 years.

$3,000 to cover medical expenses for a Local Guard at US Embassy Kabul, Afghanistan who was injured in
suicide blast while observing a large protest. His injuries required extensive facial reconstructive surgery.

$5,000 to the family of a Local Guard at U.S. Embassy Juba, South Sudan who was shot and killed at his guard
post by intruders.

$2,500 to the family of a Local Guard/Driver at US Embassy Asuncion, Paraguay. He died as the result of an
automobile accident that occurred on his way to work. He had been with the embassy for 25 years. He is
survived by his wife and three children.

$1,000 to a Local Guard at US Embassy Baku, Azerbaijan to cover uninsured medical costs associated with the
death of his wife.

$1,500 to the family of a Police Constable at the U.S. Consulate Karachi who was killed in a motor vehicle
accident on his way home from work. He leaves behind a wife, daughter (6) and son (2).

$1,500 to the family of a Local Guard at the US Embassy Bamako, Mali who was killed in a motor vehicle
accident on his way to work. He leaves behind a wife and six children.

$3,000 to the family of a Local Guard at the US Embassy Kabul, Afghanistan who died of a heart attack while at
post. He leaves behind wife, two small children and his 15 year old sister.

$3,000 to the family of a Local Guard at the US Embassy Hanoi, Vietnam who died at home of a heart attack. He
had been with the embassy for almost 20 years.
