Motivate Donors

For Teachers: A diaper drive

is a great opportunity for
incorporating real-life lessons
on poverty and working poor.

It drives home concept that
everything we do impacts people

in our communities.

For Parents: Kids who host

a diaper drive learn how to
organize themselves and others,
set goals, figure out logistics, how
to negotiate rides, make pick-
ups and deliveries and maybe
even get local businesses to give

discounts and donations.

For Companies: Your company
can show how it’s doing good

in the community by matching
donations or providing incentives
to others for donating (free trial
membership, gift cards, discount

coupons).

¢ Personal acknowledgment for donations goes a long way!

¢ Teaming up with others allows for

a larger network to spread the word

¢ Language such as “this time we collected/raised...” helps people
understand there is an on-going need
