Initial Setup

NOTE: All applications are installed directly to the Xtra-PC USB device and not to any of
your existing internal HDDs or other storage.

NOTE: During the initial setup, the response time when you hit enter can seem quite
long. This is normal during the set up process.

Plug the Xtra-PC USB device into a USB port on your computer
Restart (reboot) your computer.
NOTE: If your computer loads as it always has and not to the Xtra-PC USB device, then you’ll need
to change your computer settings so that it will boot (start) from the Xtra-PC USB. Please consult
your computer’s documentation on how to change it to boot from a USB drive.

3. After it boots to the Xtra-PC USB device, you will be prompted to enter a password for the
administrator account, and once you agree to the terms of the license agreement, check the box.
Then click on “OK.” If you do not want to proceed, click on “Quit” and your computer will shut

down.

In order to begin using all the great features of Xtra-PC, we need to set up a
few additional applications.

These applications require that you are connected to the internet so that they
can be downloaded and installed. -
You can either connect to your wireless network or your wired network. To
connect to your wireless network, left click on the icon of the two computer
monitors in the bottom right corner by the clock and choose your wireless

network. You can also right click on this icon to edit your wired connection if
needed.
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Once you have connected, hit continue to finish the setup.

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6. You must connect to your network for the installation to continue. You can either connect to your
wireless network or your wired network. We don’t recommend that you do both at the same time.

To connect to your wired network, follow these steps:

1. Plug your network cable into the network port on your computer.



2. Xtra-PC will detect the connection and will connect to your network. You'll know it’s
connected to your network when a message pops up saying that you’re now connected.
Also, the icon of the two computer monitors in the bottom right corner will change to an
icon showing two arrows.

To connect to your wireless network, follow these steps:

Left click on the icon of the two computer monitors in the bottom right corner.

A menu will come up; about halfway down the menu, you will see a list of detected wireless
networks. Left click on your network. If you don’t see your wireless network, then you
might have wireless turned off on your computer hardware. This will be a button on your
