The beautiful thing about going to church is that it offers us a community like no other. It is our one place to pray together and share fellowship in the oneness of breaking bread together. It is within this intimate experience that we grow with God and with one another.  

Since the church is made up of human beings, of course we are not perfect. We are full of failures and missed opportunities that cause God to sigh deeply. But as we have a God who calls us again and again to be in relationship, we know we can start over, we know we can strive again to be faithful. There is always another chance to begin life anew.  That is the story of the Resurrection to new life. 

Here at church, we are offered spiritual wisdom from ancient Scripture and its interpretation. Given the chance to be healed by a loving God, we are invited into a oneness through Christ’s body. Our meaningful liturgy inspires us to go out from our worship to love and serve our neighbors.

If you need alone time and time outdoors, that is important.  But time spent with God in community with other believers is also God’s call to us. In a sea of confusing messages, the ship of the Church follows a path of purpose, led by its compass of Christ. So we go forward in our lives with shared purpose, and a sail full of Spirit. 

If someone in the church has hurt you, won’t you give the wider church another chance?  If you can’t worship because of hypocritical believers, would you turn to Jesus Christ as your model? Being in relationship with the Lord means constantly striving to respect each other’s dignity and worth, and forgiveness is key.  We need a steady dose of worship on Sundays to trust in God’s love. 
Church is that “wonderful and sacred mystery” where “things that were cast down are being raised up” (Book of Common Prayer, 528).  May God look favorably on St. Matthew’s, one of the special outposts of Christ’s work of salvation, especially as we work through this time of change and transition.

LOOKING AHEAD…
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CHILDREN’S ADVENT SERVICE

Advent is a time for getting ready to celebrate the mystery of Christmas!  On Wednesday, December 10th at 4:30pm, we invite our children (and their adults!) to our Children’s Advent Service where they will have the opportunity to build our crèche; our Nativity scene. This will be a very short service (30 minutes) so we hope you can find the time to slow down for just a short time to remember the Reason for this season of hope and joy.

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All Souls’ Service –THIS EVENING, November 2nd, 5:00 pm

The All Souls’ service provides us with an opportunity to remember all of the beloved parishioners, family members, and friends who have passed on in the last year. This service takes the form of a normal Eucharist, with a few different aspects. First, all who attend will have the opportunity to write the names of deceased loved ones in a “Book of Names” as they arrive. These names will be read aloud individually during the prayers. Second, we use different readings, different prayers, and other unique elements to remember the ‘saints’ in our own lives. Finally, some parts of the service are rendered in song, known as a Requiem for the Latin word ‘rest’.

As part of this year’s All Souls’ service, we will have a chamber orchestra joining us. Our choir will be joined by these 12 instrumentalists to add the Fauré Requiem to this beautiful service. Violin, viola, ‘cello, bass, trumpet, horn, harp, and organ provide serene and reflective support and color for the choral piece.

To help give us a flavor for the piece, I wanted to share the program notes for the Fauré Requiem, which will be included in this year’s bulletin. These programs notes include ample references from John Bawden’s summary of the piece, to whom I am indebted:

The setting of the Requiem for this year’s All Souls’ service is Fauré’s Requiem in D minor. Fauré (1845 – 1924), a French composer, began studying at the school for religious and classical music in Paris, where Saint-Saëns was a faculty member. Fauré continued studying with Saint-Saëns even after his time at the school and the two became lifelong friends.

Fauré was also a fine organist and in 1896 was appointed to the prestigious Madeleine church in Paris. He was also an excellent teacher, and perhaps because of his renowned expertise only slowly gained recognition as a composer. He became professor and Director of composition at the Paris Conservatoire. Although he wrote several works involving a full orchestra, his particular talent lay within the more intimate musical forms. Fauré deliberately avoided the grander kind of orchestral music that could easily have brought him fame and fortune. He preferred instead to embrace an elegant and subtle musical language.

The Requiem was composed in 1888, possibly in response to the recent death of Fauré’s father. Shortly after its first performance, Faure’s mother also died, giving the work an added poignancy. Nowadays it is such a favorite that it comes as a surprise to learn that it did not gain widespread popularity until the nineteen-fifties.

In its sequence of movements the Requiem departs significantly from the standard liturgical text. Fauré included two new sections, the lyrical Pie Jesu and the transcendent In Paradisum, with its soaring vocal line and murmuring harp accompaniment. He omitted the Dies Irae and Tuba Mirum - for most composers, an opportunity to exploit the dramatic possibilities of available choral and orchestral forces. Consequently, the prevailing mood is one of peacefulness and serenity, and the work has been described, quite justly, as a Requiem without the Last Judgment.

Of the many settings of the Requiem, this is probably the most widely loved. Faure’s setting seems gentle and unassuming, yet it is this very quality of understatement which contributes so eloquently to the work’s appeal. Whether the Requiem is performed in one of its orchestral versions or simply with organ accompaniment, it is impossible not to be moved by the ethereal beauty of this humble masterpiece.

This classic book is an unsentimental rendering of Nigerian tribal life before and after the coming of colonialism. First published in 1958, just two years before Nigeria declared independence from Great Britain, the book eschews the temptation of depicting pre-colonial life as a kind of Eden. Instead, Achebe sketches a world in which violence, war, and suffering exist, but are balanced by a strong sense of tradition, ritual, and social coherence.

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College Application Question: Consider something in your life you think goes unnoticed and write about why it's important to you.
Unnoticed. The first thing that comes to my mind is a city that is near, and dear, to my heart. It is a place where companies like Campbell’s Soup and RCA used to thrive and executives called home, but that was years ago. Businesses and their employees are long gone, and their homes are now dilapidated crack houses. Those once immaculate neighborhoods are now the dumping grounds for sewage and other waste—the stench is unbearable. Where once was a safe place to raise a family, now has a street nicknamed “Heroin Alley.” The city that was once “invincible” is now ranked one of the poorest and most dangerous in America. Unnoticed for any of the good it has to offer, and ignored for its reputation, is Camden, New Jersey. 

Unnoticed are the hidden facts, and hundreds of good stories for every bad one we hear about Camden. Our knowledge of this city is limited to what the media chooses to report about it. As a result, we have given it an ugly label, turned our backs to it, and let it decay. No one ever talks about the fact that eighty percent of the drugs in the city are sold to upper-middle class people from the suburbs. No one realizes that the stench that radiates throughout South Camden is from sewage that comes from surrounding neighborhoods that have nowhere else to dump it. No one seems to understand that the problem is not Camden, but the countless things that go unnoticed about it.
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Those who only drive by see a city that embraces hopelessness, but I see something very different. I find more hope in Camden than in any other place. How can this be?  It’s simple. I have walked in when others walked out, and have gotten to know the people who live there. For the past three years, I have been a dedicated volunteer in the city, through Urban Promise, a faith based organization that provides support for children and young adults. In Camden, I work with the most grateful, appreciative kids I have ever met, and have also gotten to know ex-gang members who have turned their lives around because someone cared enough to help them. My goal is not to transform Camden, but to plant more seeds of hope, to change the perceptions of others about the city, and to get others to start noticing it.
