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Welcoming Those New to Our Community

Welcoming Sunday will be celebrated on Sunday, June 15 (Father’s Day) at the 10 a.m. service, to welcome all those who have joined our parish across the last year.  A reception follows in Belmont Hall. 
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What is Morning Prayer?

Since 1549, when Thomas Cranmer composed the first Book of Common Prayer during the Reformation in England, Morning Prayer has been one of our “daily offices.”  Cranmer condensed the eight traditional daily monastic services into two: the Morning Prayer and Evening Prayer services still found today in our contemporary Book of Common Prayer (1979). 
Until the late 1970’s, the Episcopal Church offered Morning Prayer most Sundays, and Holy Eucharist was relegated to a monthly service. However, with the “new” prayer book in 1979, the sacraments of Holy Baptism and Holy Eucharist were seen to be central to our faith, and communion was offered on a weekly basis.  Often we forget, however, the rich tradition of Morning Prayer.

This summer, we will offer Morning Prayer  (Rite II -contemporary version) without Eucharist at St. Matthew’s at our 8am and 9:30am services on these four Sundays while Rev. Peggy is on vacation:


Sundays July 27,and August 3, 10, and 17, 2014.

Morning Prayer on these dates will be led by our lay leaders Paul Bell and Mark Lederer, both experienced subdeacons in our regular liturgy.   Come and experience this beautiful service which evokes praise and prayer in poetic phrasing. Celebrate our Anglican roots!  If you are a long-time Episcopalian, this service will take you back to your youth. 

If you have a Book of Common Prayer at home, or on-line at www.BCPonline.org, you can find the service on page 75.  Now you can also download an app of the Book of Common Prayer for your mobile phone, by referring to that same website above. Carry your prayers with you wherever you go!

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ANTI-RACISM TRAINING AT ST. MATTHEW’S

The Diocese of New Jersey provides its parishes with a wide variety of support and training. Through its programs, seminars and workshops, the Diocese brings to its parishes and the people opportunities for Christian formation, spirituality, and ministry learning and development. 

On May 22nd, over a dozen members of St. Matthew's took part in the anti-racism awareness training offered by our Diocese.

What is anti-racism?
A conscious, intentional, and proactive effort to understand the sin of racism and its ramifications and to work to eradicate it from our own lives, the Church, and society.

What is happening in the Diocese of New Jersey?
The Anti-Racism Commission of the Diocese of New Jersey has embraced as its ministry the facilitation and ultimate transformation of this diocese into an anti-racist institution. This is a major undertaking requiring the long-term commitment by the people, the organization and the governing bodies of this Diocese. We believe that the theological foundation for our work has been articulated in the examples of Jesus Christ our Savior, and in the Book of Common Prayer.

Our 20-Year vision
The Diocese of New Jersey is recognized as a part of the Body of Christ because its congregations joyfully celebrate their anti-racist, multicultural, embodiment of Christ's love.

The Diocese provides intentional leadership in dismantling racism in the wider community by modeling the sharing of power and mutual respect, among all people, at all levels of diocesan life. Its mission, structures, policies and practices are used to perpetuate an anti-racist identity.

The Diocese's anti-racist way of living together through its values of justice and equality is seen as a model for change and a sign of hope.

What does this mean for St. Matthew's?
St. Matthew's is currently in our transition period. Our interim clergy, Profile Committee, Search Committee, the Vestry and other lay leaders have been encouraged (and sometimes required) to take the anti-racism awareness training. This training can give new life to a congregation, helping all of us live into the baptismal covenant of respecting the dignity of every individual. It opens our eyes to the insidious nature of institutionalized racism, and helps us to see how we are all — white people and people of color — adversely affected by the presence of this evil among us.

Awareness training does NOT seek to inflict guilt or blame. It meets us where we are and helps us to continue this journey together with some common understanding of what we are fighting.
