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Getting to Know You:  The Lorenz Family

Most parishioners are already acquainted with the Lorenz family. They are known for squeezing into pews that cannot accommodate all six of them. Ten years ago, when they first arrived at St. Matthew’s, pew space was not a challenge, although keeping everyone seated in the pew certainly was! Fred and Lynn have 15 year-old triplets, Jeff, Drew, and Karlie, as well as a 13 year-old daughter, Brooke. They also have two Westies named Quinny and Rudy.
