Get Started This Summer!

Based on our successful reading of the Gospel of Mark this past spring, St. Matt’s Adult Education Committee has decided to get even more ambitious. After hearing portions of King David’s story this summer in worship, we’ll tackle “the rest of the story” this fall. Feel free to get a head start this summer, and take up David’s story (I Samuel 8 to I Kings 3:15) as a beach read! 

Or if you want to keep pace with the rest of the parish, here’s a suggested schedule:

The Rise of Saul – I Samuel 8-11

Week of 8/12: The Rejection of Saul – I Samuel 12-15

Week of 8/19: 
The Rise of David – I Samuel 16-20

Week of 8/26: Saul Chases David – I Samuel 21-24, Psalms 34, 56, 57, 63

Week of 9/2: 
The “Return” of Samuel – I Samuel 25-28

Week of 9/9: 
The Death of Saul – I Samuel 29–II Samuel 1

Week of 9/16: 
David Becomes King – II Samuel 2-6

Week of 9/23: 
David Consolidates His Kingdom – II Samuel 7-10

Week of 9/30: 
David and His Sons – II Samuel 11-14, Psalm 51

Week of 10/7: 
David’s Friends and Enemies – II Samuel 15-19

Week of 10/14: David’s Offering – II Samuel 20-24

Week of 10/21: The Rise of Solomon – I Kings 1-3:15

In discussing why one should read the Bible, writer Frederick Buechner gives as good a reason as any: “It is a book about people who at one and the same time can be both believing and unbelieving, innocent and guilty, crusaders and crooks, full of hope and full of despair. In other words, it is a book about us. And it is also a book about God. If it is not about the God we believe in, then it is about the God we do not believe in. One way or another, the story we find in the Bible is our own story.” (Beyond Words, p. 43)
