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Pastor Emily’s Sabbatical Preview

Sunday, May 20th at 9:00am in Parish Hall
As you may know, Pastor Emily is set to take a short sabbatical this June and July. Sabbaticals are set, intentional times of rest, learning and renewal. They are not rewards for length of service or simply earned “time off.”  They’re a sign of congregational health. Sabbaticals are intended to be beneficial for the clergy and the congregation; they can inspire new vision and perspective for everyone involved. 

Thanks to a generous grant from the St. Martin’s House Fund, Pastor Emily will spend a little over half of her sabbatical at a retreat center in upstate NY. While there, she plans to use her experience as a Godly Play trainer to develop resources for children who are dealing with issues of death and grief. A project of this nature requires biblical exploration, research into children’s spirituality and the theology of Christian hope, as well as time to “play” with the current Godly Play lessons themselves. A sabbatical retreat allows for the time and space needed for this kind of integrative work. She will spend the balance of the time visiting the Children’s Medical Center in Dallas, where they have been using Godly Play with sick children and their families for the last 25 years, as well as the Center for the Theology of Childhood in Denver. 

This project should benefit not only the children of St. Matthew’s, but our teachers and parents as well. It will inform Pastor Emily’s preaching, as well as her pastoral care with the dying and grieving of all ages. The resources she develops may be of use to the larger Church as well, as they are tested and refined by her fellow Godly Play trainers in their various settings. Come learn more about the project at 9:00am on May 20th in the Parish Hall. 
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ST. MATTHEW’S MOVIE NIGHT

Join us at 6:30 pm on Friday, June 1, for a potluck dinner and the showing of Seraphine. The little known but uncommonly brilliant painter, Seraphine, lived from 1864 to 1942.  Though ostensibly a housekeeper whose chief duties involved domestic chores, Seraphine, in her off hours, enjoyed nature and experienced a spiritual communion with the outdoors that she transferred onto canvas.  Seraphine was a self-taught artist who painted in secret with crude tools and paints made from common sources. Her life took a fantastic turn when one day, Wilhelm Uhde, a German art critic, turned up in her town of Senlis and discovered one of her paintings. Awestruck by the vibrant and imaginative artwork of the uneducated housekeeper, Wilhelm took Seraphine under his wing. Thus began her journey from obscurity to fame, interrupted by World War I, and afterwards, fleeting fame once again. Seraphine, a beautifully filmed true story of the life and art of a simple maid, was the winner of seven Cesars––the French Oscars––including best film in 2009.  It was directed by Martin Provost.

Getting to Know You

John and Claire Cannon

That was in 1964. Since finding their church home in St. Matthew’s, John and Claire have been a strong and welcome presence, volunteering their time and unique abilities in a wide variety of ways.

John has the unusual distinction of having served as Senior Warden twice, once under Father Musson and once under Father Ed Sykes. In addition, he has served as Stewardship chair, has also put in time as a greeter and an usher, and has logged many hours lending a hand with the rummage sale and the bazaar.

Claire has been an active member of the choir since 1965 and cherishes the fellowship she has found there. Recently she made the second St. Matthew’s Mission Trip to Honduras, where she used her professional skills as an audiologist to test the hearing of the children at El Hogar. She then secured a donation from the Starkey Company Foundation in Minneapolis, providing hearing aids at no charge to the El Hogar children.

She was also called to work with the Confirmation classes at St. Matthew’s, especially in helping the confirmed young people make the transition to spiritual maturity. 

Both John and Claire graduated from the University of Alabama, John with a major in chemistry and a minor in biology, and Claire with a degree in speech pathology.  They were married in 1954 and will celebrate their 58th anniversary in June! 

John served four years in the Marine Corps as a commissioned officer, and after his discharge he paired his knowledge of scientific processes with his natural people skills and became a sales rep for a laboratory supply company. From there he connected with the leading provider of precision scientific devices, Mettler Instruments, and worked his way up, retiring as President of the corporation.  


Claire, meanwhile, acquired Master’s Degrees in speech pathology and audiology. When John was promoted and transferred to New Jersey, she quickly found work as a speech pathologist with the East Windsor school district and then in Sergeantsville with the Delaware Township district. She continues to work in her own private practice, which she has maintained now for 35 years. 

When they joined St. Matthew’s, they had already been married ten years and were the parents of daughter Marion and son Jay. Marion now has a successful PR firm in Reston, VA, and Jay works for Pitney Bowes and lives in Bucks County. John and Claire are the proud grandparents of six– one of whom was confirmed at St. Matthew’s!

Throughout their long marriage they have maintained friendships-- some formed more than fifty years ago during John’s Marine Corps years. With friends, they once travelled to Istanbul and across the Aegean in a four-masted barque, and on another occasion they travelled across Canada by train.  During his years at Mettler, which is headquartered in Switzerland, John travelled extensively in Europe and the U.S.

This year, John’s travelling has been somewhat curtailed as he recovers from total ankle replacement surgery. During his recovery he has enjoyed being able to spend time with their three cats, and is looking forward to resuming his duties as an usher once he is able to walk freely again.

Claire is still is not ready to retire and continues to think of new ways she can use her skills to help others. For her next project, she is hoping to work with Urban Promise to provide hearing aids and services to the children of Camden.
