ORANGE GIRAFFE ORPHANAGE AND CHILDREN HOME
Orange Giraffe Orphanage and Children’s Home is a programme under the Foundation for Rural Development and Action Research (FORDAR).  FORDAR is a registered Community Based Organisation (CBO) with registration number IDLC/016/2005 in Iganga District.

Through community work as mandated by our Mission, Vision and Objective, we have been having continuous interactions with communities. Like any other third world country, rural life is seriously affected by poverty, ignorance and diseases.  Our work has been to think out ways in which to re-address these community challenges and therefore the birth of Orange Giraffe Orphanage and Children’s Home.
A baseline survey was carried out in Nabitende – Kalungami village, Nabitende sub-county, Iganga District.  Partial results analysed indicated that:

· 210 were children who were either orphans or needy children.

· 30 orphans who claimed to be HIV/AIDS positive.

· 35 widows with orphans without material and financial support.

· Lack of nearby Education Centres/Schools in the community.  The nearby school was in a distance between 4-6Km.

· A great number of both girls and boys dropouts. 

· A big number of child mothers.

· A great number of idle and disorderly youths.

Based on the issues above, we prioritised the issues and decided to start a pre-school centre targeting especially orphans and needy children.  It is this centre that is giving rise to Orange Giraffe Orphanage and Children’s Home.

OBJECTIVES

Within our means and where possible supported, we endeavour to cover the following objectives:
1. To provide essential needs to orphans such as food, clothes, soap, shelter and medicine.

2. To provide education for the number of orphans and needy children that is increasing day after day.

3. To provide essential health programmes like counselling and guidance.

4. To build an orphanage home, these orphans do not have a home where they can enjoy normal life which is practical and developmental.  In the current situation it has become hard to monitor the growth of these children from wherever they are staying.

5. Since this programme welcomes orphans and needy children from all kinds of religions, it is also our objective that we teach these orphans the word of God, so that they can accept it and grow up God fearing and serving him.

6. To secure transport means for the programme for reaching out where orphans and needy children are and also monitor any other activities of the programme.
7. The programme also has a plan of building the orphanage primary and secondary schools which will help the education of these children.

Orange Giraffe will place emphasis on improving the lives and meet the needs of orphans and needy children and also to support better health, food and shelter.  Most orphans are cared for by grand parents who are too weak physically and economically to give the necessary child care and support, access to education, medical care and food.  Our work is to address their needs without compromising social-cultural obligations making sure these kids have school and food and a roof over their heads.
