Regular or Once-Off Donations:
Sadly, many children and youth have no access to education in the Informal Settlements (slums) of Kenya due to the government schools being full and sometimes out-of-reach because of “desk” and “firewood” fees, which are not formally recognized, but unfortunately make attending public schools unattainable to many children and youth.  

UMaY supports not-for-profit community based schools that are registered by the government and licensed to provide education.  These schools often do not have doors or windows, but are full of children eager to learn and kind-hearted volunteer teachers that do the best they can with very little resources.

Fund a Borehole and Pump: For communities living in Informal Settlements and Rural Communities with no or very limited access to clean water, a borehole can have a vast influence on their lives.  These boreholes often need to be 300 metres deep but can supply a whole village/community with water for drinking, cooking, bathing and irrigation.

A complex housing not-for-profit community primary and secondary schools (government approved) for orphans and underprivileged youth will also be constructed on the site.

Community Sports Complex in Informal Settlements:  One of the major contributing factors to crime in Kenya is youth idleness, particularly within Informal Settlements.  In conjunction with UMaY’s other programs to support youth (regardless of their HIV status), we use Sports Education Therapy to combat many youth problems and to motivate and keep youth active in a positive environment.  Funding a UMaY Community Sports Complex will bring a vast change to an entire community. This includes the purchase of the land required and sporting fields/courts and equipment to facilitate soccer, basketball, tennis, volleyball, badminton as well as boxing and table tennis.

Members will be offered medical treatment, counseling and psychosocial support and access to confidential peer-support groups.
