Maneuvers 

Drive. Go. Accelerate. Speed up. Maintain speed. Slow down. 
Stop. Brake. Slow down. Go straight. Use your turn signal. 

Turn right. Turn left. Yield. Signal left. 

Get into the right lane. Get into the left lane. Stay in your lane. Signal right. 

Make a U-turn. Make a 3-point turn. Park the car. Back up. Reverse. 

Check your blind spot. 
Look over your shoulder.  

Check behind you.   
Look behind you. 

Pass the car in front of 
you. 

Check your speed. 
Watch your speed. 

Adjust your mirrors. Check your mirrors. Make sure no one is 
coming.
