Education System Overview

Pre-high school (# of years): Compulsory education lasts for 10 years. It is divided between the
primary stage (grades 1to 7) for children 6 -13 years old and the lower secondary stage (grades 8 to
10) for those aged 14 to 16.

High school (# of years): Most pupils move on to upper secondary education and training (levels 11-
13)

Academic year: Mid-August - mid-June

Major school holidays/break:

Fall break: usually around week 40-41 (K-12 only)
Christmas: late December - early January

Spring break: usually around week 8-9 (K-12 only)
Easter: dates vary - March/April

Major exam period(s):
Mid-November - mid-December
Mid-May - mid-June

Recommended times for U.S. institution visit: September - December, January - March
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Secondary Education (high school)

Language of instruction: Norwegian
Years of mandatory English courses: 10 years
