trial, driving a six horsepower Wolseley, over what was then nothing more than 562
miles of dirt track between the capital cities.

To celebrate the pioneering spirit and contribution of women to Australian motoring,
The Florence Thomson Tour was created as an annual event in April 2017 by the RACV.
