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1. Manifestations of the Glory of God (Cloud, brightness, smoke, fire, l ight etc.) 
 
Acts 7:55 full of the Holy Spirit, gazed into heaven and saw the glory of God  

Ex 33:18 and he said, “Please, show me your glory.” 

Ex 24:17 the sight of the glory of the Lord was like a fire in there eyes 

Ex 16:7,10 and in the morning you shall see the glory of the Lord, they looked, and 
behold, the glory of the Lord appeared in the thick cloud. 

Ex 10:4 then the glory of the Lord went up from the cherub, and the house was fil led 
with the cloud, it was full of the brightness of the Lord’s glory. 

Lk 2:9 the glory of the Lord shone around them, and they were greatly afraid. 

Acts 2:1-4 suddenly there came a sound from heaven, as of a rushing mighty wind, and 
it fil led the whole house where they were sitting. 3 There appeared to them divided 
tongues, as of fire, and one sat upon each of them. 4 And they were all fil led with the 
Holy Spirit and began to speak with other tongues 

 
2. Defining Glory and Some of it’s Purposes #souls#prosperity #restoration 
 
Haggai 2:7 I will shake all nations, and they shall come to you, and I will fi l l this temple 
with glory,’ says the Lord of hosts. 8 ‘The silver is Mine, and the gold is Mine,’ says the 
Lord of hosts. 9 ‘The glory of this latter temple shall be greater than the former,’ says 
the Lord of hosts. ‘And in this place I will give peace,’ 

Glory (chabod) – weightiness, substantial, heavy, glory, honor, splendor, power, wealth, 
authority, magnificence, fame, dignity, riches, excellence 

Is 60: Arise, shine; your light has come! And the glory of the Lord is risen upon you. 2 
For darkness shall cover the earth, And deep darkness the people; But the Lord will 
arise over you, And His glory will be seen upon you. 3 The Lost shall come to your light, 
and leaders to the brightness of your rising. 4 “They all come to you; your sons shall 



come from afar, And your daughters shall be nursed at your side. 5 You will see and 
become radiant, And your heart shall swell with joy; For the abundance shall be turned 
to you, The wealth of the sinner shall come to you. And I will glorify the house of My 
Glory. 

 
3. Unity in Worship Brings the Glory 
 
Is 35:2 Even with joy and singing. They shall see the glory of the Lord 

1 Chron 5:13-14 indeed it came to pass, when the trumpeters and singers were as one, 
to make one sound to be heard in praising and thanking the Lord, and when they lifted 
up their voice with the trumpets and cymbals and instruments of music, and praised the 
Lord, saying: “For He is good, For His mercy endures forever,” that the house, the house 
of the Lord, was fil led with a cloud, 14 so that the priests could not continue ministering 
because of the cloud; for the glory of the Lord fil led the house of God. 

 
4. Humility Brings the Glory - In the glory I received the call to start Freedom 
 
Is 6:3-6 In the year that King Uzziah died, I saw the Lord sitting on a throne, high and 
lifted up, and the train of His robe fil led the temple. 2 Above it stood seraphim; each 
one had six wings: with two he covered his face, with two he covered his feet, and with 
two he flew. 3 And one cried to another and said: “Holy, holy, holy is the Lord of hosts; 
The whole earth is full of His glory!” 

4 And the posts of the door were shaken by the voice of him who cried out, and the 
house was fil led with smoke. 5 So I said: “Woe is me, for I am undone! Because I am a 
man of unclean lips, And I dwell in the midst of a people of unclean lips; For my eyes 
have seen the King, The Lord of hosts.” 8 Also I heard the voice of the Lord, saying: 
“Whom shall I send, And who will go for Us?” Then I said, “Here am I! Send me.” 

EX 3:9-10 the cry of the people has come to Me, and I have seen the oppression with 
which the Egyptians oppress them. 10 Come now, and I will send you to Pharaoh that 
you may bring My people, out of Bondage.”
