Gathering Covenant

We will honor our collective goal glorifying Jesus Christ, loving each other, and taking all steps we can to keep 
each other safe.  
To do that, we will: 

• Not attend worship or other church activities if feeling unwell or experiencing cough, fever, or other COVID-

19 symptom, if we have tested positive for COVID-19, or if we have had contact with someone with a COVID-

19 diagnosis or symptoms.  

• Listen to each member’s concerns and needs for safety and health and work for the full inclusion of all in 

worship and group activities 
 

When we gather in person, we will: 

• Wear masks and maintain social distancing 

• Refrain from any physical contact, support those who request further distance, and help remind those who 
struggle to keep distance 

• Bring our own food and drinks (yes, also communion elements) and refrain from sharing food 
 

As we worship together, we shall seek to be creative and safe regarding all liturgical elements of 
worship.  
To do that, we will: 

•     Allow family groups to be closer than socially distant 

• Refrain from communal singing and responses 

• Resist the urge to pass the peace or greet one another even with a fist or elbow bump 

• Provide our own elements if we partake of communion 

• Allow speakers and readers to unmask only if even further social distance is established.  

As in all aspects of our life together, we seek to glorify God
