






EQUIPMENT LIST
Ring Lights - Used for lighting the artists from the
front while recording/live streaming themselves. We
saw most artists did not have quality lighting in our
assessments

Backdrops and Backdrop Stands - We felt that
majority of artists assessed, did not have a quality
"stage" setup for the viewing pleasure of the
audiences. Also we let the artist choose from a
variety of backdrop colors to choose from. 

Webcam - The House of Songs felt that most artists
had quality cameras already within their
smartphones as well computers, thus only a few
were in need of a higher quality camera to help their
video quality. 

Audio Interfaces - For artists that did not have
quality audio while streaming or recording

Ethernet Cables - Given to those who did not have
one and needed for stable connection for live
streams

Cable Adapters - For artists who did not have the
proper equipment to best utilize tools either they
already had or they were given

Internet Upgrades - Given to all artists, either
upgrading them or if they already had quality
internet for streaming, we paid $360 flat fee to help
cover a few monthly bills for them

Community Giftcards - All Artists were given
giftcards to either the Bentonville or Fayetteville
Farmers markets, depending on vicinity, for $30. As
well $20 to local music stores for the artists to
purchase any gear they may need
