The John Rylands Library, now part of the University of Manchester Library, is the official repository for the archives of the British Methodist Church, and includes the world’s largest collection of Wesley papers, including many of Charles Wesley’s manuscript letters and compositions.

Chetham's Library was founded in 1653 and is the oldest public library in the English-speaking world. The Library began acquiring books in August 1655, and has been adding to its collections ever since. As well as a fine collection of early printed books, the collections include a wealth of ephemera, manuscript diaries, letters and deeds, prints, paintings and glass lantern-slides.
