Minutes: Minutes of December 4, 2018 meeting were approved as presented

Business:

1. Election of new Chair and Secretary - Jeff Spinney was nominated and elected as the new Chair. Beth
Whitney was nominated and elected as the new Secretary.

We would like to thank Liz Brown for her work for the Planning Board since she joined us as Secretary in
August.

2. Faulkner Subdivision: The Deed Restrictions for Skyline Ridge Estates as submitted on January 15, 2019
by Mike Falla were discussed.

1. No further subdivision or alteration allowed unless amended and approved by the Alna Planning
Board.
No single-wide mobile homes allowed.
No mobile home parks are allowed.
Front building setbacks shall be a minimum of eighty feet. (80’)
No through road connecting Heidi’'s Way to North Old Sheepscot Road shall be built across Lot 6.
Lots 2,3,4,5 cannot be built upon until Heidi’s Way is built per road plans to access said lots.
Dwellings will be built within the building envelopes as shown on the plan unless amended and
approved by the Alna Planning Board.
8. For fire truck accessibility Lot 6’s primary entrance shall be off Heidi’'s Way.
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Van Hertel also submitted a letter stating that while Heidi Faulkner owned the property, there was no plan to
subdivide the lots any further.

Motion to accept the deed restrictions as presented (Beth), seconded (Pete), motion passed with 4 votes and 1
abstention (Greg - because he didn't think that he had been with us long enough to be fully informed on the
issues specific to this project.)



Motion to accept the plan & map as presented tonight (Pete), seconded (Tom), motion passed with 4 votes and 1
abstention (Greg - same reason as above).

We signed all the paper & mylar copies, and said goodbye/good luck to Mike & Van. Mike will take care of
filing the plans with the Registry of Deeds.

We also thanked Amanda Meader for her guidance through this process and sent her on her way with a bag of
freshly baked chocolate chip cookies.

3. Atlantic Salmon Federation - Head Tide Dam Project

Andy Goode (ASF) & Maranda Nemeth, (project manager) were in attendance.

They are deep into the permitting process with the Army Corps of Engineers, the State Historic
Preservation Office etc., etc., etc. We informed them of our process, which will involve both the Shoreland
Zone Ordinance and, possibly, the Site Plan part of the Subdivision and Site Plan Ordinance. There is
really no application form. The Building Permit form can be used for the Shoreland Zone and general info
but the Site Plan part involves Section VI (A 1 & 2) of that ordinance. All it takes is a letter enumerating
the many sub-categories and telling us how each will be addressed or if any items are NA (not
applicable).

They may need approval for taking down some trees before they get our full approval, as the trees need
to come down relatively soon. They will be stabilizing the bank. Replanting of trees is planned for the
end of the project.

There's also an issue with the Northern Long-Eared Bat.

We will need to know how much clearing will be done in the Resource Protection District & Historic
Preservation District.

They will be back in March.

4. Tom McKenzie (CEO) - It was brought to Tom's attention by a resident who wants to do some clearing
near Pinkham Pond & the forester he has hired to do it, that when it comes to timber harvesting within
Shoreland Zone, our ordinance conflicts with state standards on some points. If we adopt the Statewide
Standards, the Maine Forest Service will take care of enforcement.

Tom will analyze the ordinances and let us know if we would be losing anything unique to Alna if we go
with the State Standards. He will report to us on that in March.

If we decided to forego our own ordinance and adopt the State Standards, we will need to have a public
hearing and will aim for this being a ballot question along with the June election.

5. Other -

Selectmen bought the idea of increasing our meeting and site visit pay by $5.00 per hour: $15 -> $20 for
meetings, $10 -> $15 for site visits. It will be in their FY 2019 budget.
