TOMALES PARK GAZEBO PROJECT

Work shall be done in accordance with official plans and specifications, which are available electronically on the District website, www.tomalescsd.ca.gov. Project Description:  Work consists of constructing a 23’6” diameter Gazebo.  The gazebo construction will replace an existing gazebo in the same general footprint.  The existing gazebo is in deteriorated condition and will be demolished and removed prior to award of contract, expected to occur by the Board of Directors at their regular meeting on March 13, 2019.  Elements of the gazebo construction include concrete retaining walls, steps, concrete foundation, pipe column supports, and roof as shown on the plans.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]Work also includes constructing four handicap ramps to play areas marked on the plans as Swings (2 areas), Rocking Horses, and Play Structure.  The handicap ramps will connect the named play areas to the accessible path of travel.  
Note: The Pedestrian Gate shown in Detail 2 and the Fountain shown in Detail 3 of Sheet A2.0 of the architectural drawings are not part of this project.
Work must be completed prior to June 24, 2019.  Please note that the work will be performed under County of Marin Permit # 152531 with an expiration date of.

The Engineer’s Estimate for this project is between $75,000 and $115,000.

A contractor or subcontractor shall not be qualified to bid on, be listed in a bid proposal, subject to the requirements of Section 4104 of the Public Contract Code or engage in the performance of any contract for public work, as defined in this chapter, unless currently registered and qualified to perform public work pursuant to Section 1725.5 of the Labor Code. It is not a violation of this section for an unregistered contractor to submit a bid that is authorized by Section 7029.1 of the Business and Professions Code or by Section 10164 or 20103.5 of the Public Contract Code, provided the contractor is registered to perform public work pursuant to Section 1725.5 of the Labor Code at the time the contract is awarded.  This project is subject to compliance monitoring and enforcement by the Department of Industrial Relations or the County of Marin.  

A Bid Bond in the amount of 10% of the total bid amount payable to the District shall accompany the Proposal.  (Bidder’s security can be in the form of cash, a cashier’s check, a certified check or a bidder’s bond from Contractor’s Surety Company.)

Award of contract, if awarded, will be to the lowest responsible bidder whose proposal complies with prescribed requirements, and will be within thirty (30) days after receipt of proposals.

The District reserves the right to reject any or all bids.

The provisions of Public Contract Code 22300, regarding substitution of securities for monies withheld to ensure performance shall apply to this contract.

NO Pre-bid meeting.

Questions during bidding shall be received by email no later than 5:00 pm, March 4, 2019.

The Contractor shall possess a Class A license at the time contract is awarded.

A Lump Sum Bid is required for the entire work described herein.  This contract is subject to state contract nondiscrimination and compliance requirements pursuant to Government Code, Section 12990.

The District hereby notifies all bidders that it will affirmatively insure that in any contract entered into pursuant to this advertisement, disadvantaged business and woman owned business enterprises will be afforded full opportunity to submit bids in response to this invitation and will not be discriminated against on the grounds of race, color or national origin in consideration for an award.

Pursuant to Section 1773 of the Labor Code, the general prevailing wage rates for Marin County where the work is to be done have been determined by the Director of the California Department of Industrial Relations.
