Youth under 16
must be accompanied by an adult and ages 16-17 must have a
parent or guardian signature to participate. Ages 12-13 can assist —
with landscaping towards the end of the build only. Ages 14-15 can =
help with cleaning, painting, landscaping and installing soil-
retention fencing. Ages 16-17 can do all work that does not involve
ladders or power tools.

Please note: reserved Team Build Days are a benefit for financial
sponsors; however, individual opportunities will be available
throughout the project.

At the end of each build, we celebrate by inviting the community and supporters to the home
dedication ceremony where we thank all those involved and present the keys to our new
homebuyer!
