Sunday, April 16, 2023

Departures

Depart on independent overnight flights to Amsterdam’s Schiphol Airport.

Monday, April 17, 2023
Arrival in Amsterdam

Arrive at Amsterdam Schiphol Airport and take a group airport transfer to the
four-star NH Amsterdam Museum Quarter, conveniently located within walking
distance of many of Amsterdam’s best art museums. Set out on an orientation
walking tour and gain an understanding of the importance of the canal system
to Amsterdam commerce during the Golden Age. Delight in the special
ambiance of the Museum Van Loon, a private canal residence built in 1672 for
painter Ferdinand Bol, a pupil of Rembrandt. The house has belonged to the
Van Loon family since 1884. Enjoy a welcome dinner featuring Dutch cuisine.

Tuesday, April 18, 2023
Amsterdam’s Rijksmuseum

Walk to the the world-renowned Rijksmuseum. Founded in 1800, the
Rijksmuseum is home to the largest collection of works of art by the Dutch old
masters, including Rembrandt van Rijn, Frans Hals, and Johannes Vermeer.
Other collection highlights include works by Jan Steen, Jacob van Ruisdael,
Pieter de Hooch, Gerard ter Borch, and Gerrit Dou, as well as a fine collection
of antique delftware and silver. The building, designed by Pierre Cuypers and
completed in 1885, has recently undergone a ten-year renovation to bring back
Cuypers’ original interior décor. The collection has been reinstalled to integrate
period decorative arts with the paintings. Enjoy a guided tour of the museum’s
highlights, including the Rijksmuseum gallery of honor. Following free time for
an independent lunch, regather for a guided tour of the Vermeer exhibition

that will include masterpieces such as The Girl with a Pearl Earring, The
Geographer, Lady Writing a Letter with her Maid, and the newly restored Girl
Reading a Letter at the Open Window. This evening delight in a Rijstaffel dinner,
an Indonesian feast consisting of multiple small dishes.

Wednesday, April 19, 2023

Delft

Drive an hour to Delft, famous for its historic center with canals, blue-and-
white pottery, and painter Johannes Vermeer. This quaint little town seems to
have been forgotten by time and looks today much as it did in its Golden Age.
See the Prinsenhof Museum, an urban palace built in the Middle Ages as a
monastery. Today the museum tells the history of Delft and the Netherlands,
and bears witness to the murder of the Prince of Orange, William the Silent, in
1584. After enjoying lunch together, set out on a short, easy walking tour with
stops to see Delft’s two most important churches: the Oude Kerk (Old Church),
burial place of Vermeer, and Nieuwe Kerk (New Church), constructed between
1381 and 1496, home to the burial vault of the Princes of Orange. Following free
time in Delft, return to Amsterdam for an evening at leisure.

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Thursday, April 20, 2023

The Hague

Drive an hour to The Hague, the seat of the Dutch government and parliament
and home of the World Court. Begin with a visit to the Kunstmuseum,
designed by Dutch architect H.P. Berlage, and home to the largest Mondrian
collection in the world. On a guided tour, see highlights from the museum’s
outstanding collection. Enjoy a short, easy walk through the Binnenhof,

a cluster of historic buildings that comprise the Dutch government, and
experience the centuries-old ambiance of this important diplomatic center.
Following lunch, visit the Mauritshuis and admire the Royal Cabinet of
Paintings, an incredible collection of Dutch Golden Age paintings with works
by Rembrandt, Vermeer, Frans Hals, and Hans Holbein the Younger. Return to
Amsterdam for an evening at leisure.

Friday, April 21, 2023

Haarlem & Keukenhof Gardens

Drive an hour to Haarlem. Upon arrival, enjoy a walking tour, including

the Cathedral of St. Bavo, with its world-renowned Miiller organ that was
constructed in 1738 and played by Mendelssohn, Handel, and Mozart, and
which continues to be played! Take in Haarlem’s picturesque Market Square.
Then enjoy a special tour of the Teylers Museum. The Teylers Museum’s
holdings are rich in art and science, and are displayed in a manner mostly
unchanged since its opening in 1784. Following lunch in Haarlem, continue to
the Keukenhof Gardens, home to the largest display of flowers in the world.
Each autumn, seven million bulbs are donated to and planted in the park.

In addition to the tulip gardens, Keukenhof features an English landscape
garden, a Japanese Country Garden, and four pavilions house rotating
displays and flower exhibits. Return to Amsterdam for an evening at leisure.

Includes Breakfast and Lunch

Saturday, April 22, 2023
Amsterdam’s Van Gogh Museum

Spend the morning at the Van Gogh Museum, home to the single largest
Vincent Van Gogh collection in the world, as well as many of Van Gogh'’s
contemporaries, such as Rodin, Gauguin, Manet, Monet, Seurat and many
more. See Van Gogh'’s earliest Dutch works, discover how his approach
changed in Paris when he met modern artists, and observe how he developed
his famous individual style in the south of France. Enjoy an independent lunch
and free time for personal pursuits. This evening, bid farewell to Amsterdam
over a memorable dinner together.

Sunday, April 23, 2023

Departures for the U.S

After breakfast at the hotel, take a group airport transfer or transfer
independently to the Amsterdam Schiphol Airport for return flights to the
United States.

Written cancellation received by ISDI on or after March 3,
2023: no refund. Tour registration is non-transferable. In the
case of cancellation, substitutions are not allowed. After

the tour has commenced, no refunds will be issued for any
reason including, but not limited to, unused portions of tour.
If the tour is cancelled by ISDI due to low enrollment, active
registrants will receive a full refund of all tour payments.
