In the face of death, the Church confidently
proclaims that God has created each person for eternal
life and that Jesus, the Son of God, by his death and
resurrection, has broken the chains of sin and death that
bound humanity. The celebration of the Christian funeral
brings hope and consolation to the living.

From the Order of Christian Funerals

The time of death of a loved one is a time of sorrow
and sadness for the family of the deceased. The clergy and
staff of St. Henry Church want to assist you in any way we
can. This booklet is designed to help you make the
arrangements for the burial or memorial service for your
loved one.

Following the death of a loved one:

. Notify the funeral home.

. Notify St. Henry Church so that we can help
you begin funeral arrangements.

. Make notes for the obituary which the funeral
director will help write.

. Make notes to give to the priest about the
deceased to be used in the homily both

The church will get altar servers unless you specify altar servers
from St. Henry. Also, you may choose family or friends for the two
readings and the Intercessions or we can read them for you..



DAYS AND TIMES FOR SERVICES

Either the Church or the Chapel will be available for
funerals, Monday through Saturday. Funerals with more
than 150 people expected, need to take place in the Church.
Because of the heavy traffic flow during St. Henry School
dismissal, funerals are not to be scheduled around the close
of the school day. (2pm Monday, 3 pm Tuesday-Friday) The
funeral home will call St. Henry to request a time and a priest.

VISITATION
Families are welcome and encouraged to hold visitations at

the Church in the narthex the night before and/or immediately

before the funeral. The casket or ashes will be located next to
the Baptismal Font. The priest will work with the funeral home
and the family to determine the hours of visitation. A member
of the Bereavement Ministry from St. Henry Church will be on

hand at all times during visitation to assist in any way needed.

It is part of the Rite of Christian Burial to have a Vigil Service
during the Visitation.

Fellowship Hall is available for light receptions or food for the
family. No food or drink is allowed in the Church, Chapel
or narthex at any time. A member of the Bereavement
Committee from the Women'’s Club will call to make available
food either during the visitation or after the funeral either at
home or in Fellowship Hall. There is no charge for the services
of the Committee or use of the facility.

FLOWERS

Two permanent flower stands and urns are used for flowers
in the Church. The altar flowers for all funeral services are
the responsibility of the family. Please ask your florist to consult
with the parish office for information on size and construction of
arrangements. The flower pall will be replaced before the funeral
with the Church Funeral Pall. Flowers may be placed in the
narthex during the visitation and funeral.

FEES

There is no charge for the use of the Church or Chapel for a
funeral or visitation. Any stipend to the priest/deacon is voluntary
and discretionary. As a point of information, diocesan guidelines
state the first $25 of a donation is retained by the parish. A
monetary donation of $100 for the organist and cantor is customary.

It is Christ Jesus who died, rather, was
raised, who also is at the right hand of God, who indeed
intercedes for us.
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What will separate us from the love of Christ? Will anguish, or
distress, or persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or
the sword? No, in all these things we conquer overwhelmingly
through him who loved us. For | am convinced that neither
death, nor life, nor angels, nor principalities, nor present things,
nor future things, nor powers, nor height, nor depth, nor any
other creature will be able to separate us from the love of God
in Christ Jesus our Lord.
