e  Mitigation
o The USACE is wanting in-kind mitigation in the watershed of the mine site (Koktuli and
Mulchatna)

o Estimated 3,500 acres to be mitigated for at 10:1 ratio equaling an estimated 112,000
acres of actual mitigation area.
o PLP has numerous state mineral claims that they would be willing to give up as part of
the mitigation package.
o Corrisuggested that we explore carbon credits for any lands preserved with
conservation easements.
o Erik —this exercise focuses entirely on the surface estate.

= Third Party management entity
o Next 45 days we need
= A plan with conceptual detail that PLP and DNR agree with for meeting
mitigation requirements set by USACE.
=  Mineral closure order (or temporary closure for consideration of Legislature) in
the near term so others do not enter the area while DNR and PLP develop a
path forward.
= PLP believes DNR has the ability to temporarily prevent claim staking in the
Koktuli and Mulchatna while PLP develops a final mitigation plan acceptable to
the USACE.
