can be contacted.

The abstract will only be assessed by 3 different members of Jury A, who will score the
abstracts from 0-50 points, based on predefined criteria. The final score is the average of
the 3 members’ score.

September 13t

The participants with an average score equal to or higher than 35 points are selected.

The 3 best-scored abstracts for each modality of the competition (3 for Basic and 3 for
Translational Research) will do an Oral Presentation of their projects, during the Plenary
session of the Innovate Competition and will be evaluated by Jury B. The best presentation
for each modality receives the Innovate Oral Award (a research grant of 3000 €).

The remaining selected participants will do a Poster Presentation, which will follow the Oral
Presentations and will be evaluated by the same jury. The best presentation of each modal-
ity receives the Innovate Poster Award (a research grant of 1000€)
