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About Sir John Rutter

John Rutter was born in London in 1945 and received his first musical education as a chorister at 
Highgate School. He went on to study music at Clare College, Cambridge, where he wrote his first 
published compositions and conducted his first recording while still a student. 

His compositional career has embraced both large- and small-scale choral works, orchestral and 
instrumental pieces, a piano concerto, two children's operas, music for television, and specialist 
writing for such groups as the Philip Jones Brass Ensemble and the King's Singers. His larger choral 
works, Gloria (1974), Requiem (1985), Magnificat (1990), Psalmfest (1993) and Mass of the Children, 
(2003) have been performed many times around the world. 

He co-edited four volumes in the Carols for Choirs series with Sir David Willcocks, and, more 
recently, has edited the first two volumes in the new Oxford Choral Classics series, Opera Choruses 
(1995) and European Sacred Music (1996). A new volume in the series, Sacred Choruses, was 
published in 2018.

From 1975 to 1979 he was Director of Music at Clare College, whose choir he directed in a number of 
broadcasts and recordings. After giving up the Clare post to allow more time for composition, he 
formed the Cambridge Singers as a professional chamber choir primarily dedicated to recording, and 
he now divides his time between composition and conducting. 

He has guest-conducted or lectured at many concert halls, universities, churches, music festivals, and 
conferences in Europe, Africa, North and Central America and Australasia. In 1980 he was made an 
honorary Fellow of Westminster Choir College, Princeton, and in 1988 a Fellow of the Guild of 
Church Musicians. In 1996 the Archbishop of Canterbury conferred a Lambeth Doctorate of Music 
upon him in recognition of his contribution to church music. He was honored in the 2007 Queen’s 
New Year Honours List, being awarded a CBE for services to music. 

The primary publisher of John Rutter's music is Oxford University Press.

About Bath Abbey  
There has been a place of Christian worship on this site for well over a thousand years.
However, the Abbey has undergone many transformations and changes during this time,
and much like the city of Bath has experienced rise and falls in fortune, survived a number
of major conflicts, architectural and religious reforms, and two World Wars, but still stands
proudly today as an essential place for both worshippers and visitors.

The Abbey is built of Bath stone, which gives the exterior its yellow colour, and is not a
typical example of the Perpendicular form of Gothic architecture; the low aisles and nave
arcades and the very tall clerestory present the opposite balance to that which was usual in
perpendicular churches. As this building was to serve as a monastic church, it was built to
a cruciform plan, which had become relatively rare in parish churches of the time.

1. How are ensembles selected for and invited to participate in this concert series?

 

Each and every ensemble has been specifically recommended or referred to us by music 
directors in the profession or by one of the more than 850 guest conductors who have 
appeared on our series since 1984.

 
2. For choral concerts, is it required that music be prepared prior to arrival?

 

Yes. Choruses or chorus members who are not thoroughly prepared will not be allowed to 
rehearse or perform in the concert.
 

3. When will we know the schedule for our residency?
 

Schedules (and rehearsal locations) are published 45 days in advance of your arrival. Please 
refer to the general residency schedule contained in this document for approximate rehearsal 
and tour times

 
4. When can we purchase air tickets and other reservations?

 

It is essential and critical that all groups wait until they receive written confirmation and a 
“go-ahead” from Joyce Howard-Brazel, Chief of Account Operations, before making any flight 
arrangements. This will occur after registrations have been received and the concert is 
confirmed.

 
5. What size audience can we expect at our concert?

 

Audiences are large and enthusiastic. MidAm International has a comprehensive public 
relations and audience development division that typically sees the vast majority of our 
international concerts sold out by concert time.

 
6. How are the concerts promoted and advertised?

 

Concerts are promoted extensively through local press and social media, along with hundreds 
of public and private business sources in each European location. This coverage, as well as 
efforts for press coverage in ensembles’ home locations are led by Andrea Niederman, our 
Director of Public Relations, Publications, and Audience Development.
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
