Plowshares Updates from the Director 

On January 29, evening meal service was temporarily suspended at Plowshares until spring to take some time for  

redevelopment and reorganization, during this time so far, Plowshares staff and board have been very busy! 

 Staff attended a three hour staff development training on January 29 facilitated by Leadership Mendocino’s Director 

Heidi Dickerson. Heidi led Plowshares staff through a SWOT (strengths, weaknesses, opportunities, and threats)  

analysis which helped staff to identify specific organizational goals.  

 On Saturday, February 3, the Plowshares board met with Dr. Marbut, of Marbut Consulting to discuss his findings and 

recommendations for homelessness issues here in Mendocino County and how they relate specifically to Plowshares. 

The board will consider Dr. Marbut’s recommendations as they prioritize organizational goals at their next board 

meeting on February 21.  

 Plowshares has also utilized this time to develop a new volunteer recruitment and training plan which includes 

monthly volunteer orientations at Plowshares facilities. Tell your friends! If they are interested in volunteering they 

can attend an orientation the first Wednesday of every month from 8-10 a.m. or 2-4 p.m. For more information  

contact our Volunteer Coordinator, Brenda Brown at 707-462-8582. 

 The facilities are also receiving some much needed attention. The outdoor lighting has all been replaced with energy 

efficient LED lighting, and staff have been busy with building maintenance.
