This creates conditions for the
development of diseases like bird-flu, mad
cow disease and now Covid-19.

In Ireland the great potato famine was
caused by British landlords forcing
farmers to plant one type of potato.

When the potato strain got diseased 1 million
people died of hunger because there were no
other crops to feed them.

The worst is yet to come... the destruction of nature is
contributing to Climate Change. Reliance on what is termed the
Carbon Based Economy (getting energy from fossil fuels like
coal and oil) makes things even worse. Burning these fuels to
power factories, cars, trucks, and trains creates blankets of
pollution that form in the atmosphere, trapping heat from the
sun and causing the temperature of the earth to rise.

This is destroying ecosystems across the world; causing
drought and disease. If we do not stop climate change soon,
that destruction will take place on an unprecedented scale.

economic inequalities between people. Rich
people are better able to deal with disasters
and diseases.
