• How high on your agenda is the honor of God? (Question via Dale Ralph Davis)


• What’s the difference between Saul’s death and Samuel’s? Why the 
difference? 


• Why is it potentially dangerous to us the word “good” when referring 
to the character of a man? What is the term that 1 Samuel uses to 
refer to superior/healthier/stronger men? 


• Why did the armor bearer refuse to assist Saul with his suicide? Is it 
too much of a stretch to think his refusal is connected to the 
conduct of previous armor bearers?
