Advocate

For housing, the federal government's role is generally restricted
to specific funding opportunities to developers and provinces

MP Rachel Blaney

For housing, the provincial government is a key player in
supportive, transitional, social service, health, and other below-
market housing models
They can also provide target and policy directives to
municipalities 

MLA Michele Babchuk

For housing, municipalities can influence affordable housing
development through a variety of zoning regulations

Municipal Role in Affordable Housing 
They can also create opportunities for partnerships with provincial
partners (ex. The City provides land for a provincially-funded
housing facility)
