What they do: Perform work to keep
machines, mechanical equipment, or
the structure of a building in repair.
How to get there: Generally requires
a high school diploma

What they do: Directly supervise and
coordinate the activities of mechanics,
installers, and repairers.

What they do: Repair, install, adjust, or
maintain industrial production and
processing machinery or refinery and
pipeline distribution systems.
