Supervisor Majestic announced that the mortgage tax for Town of Gardiner is up $11,000

HISTORIAN REPORT

Town Historian AJ Schenkman presented to the Town Board his report of activities from January 2018-January 2019.Mr, Schenkman received recognition for sending the report to the NYS Education Dept. as well as receiving a congratulations from them for the work he has been doing. 

EXECUTIVE SESSION

On motion of Councilman Wiegand, seconded by Councilman Dukler and carried, the Town Board entered into executive session at 7:05 PM for the purpose of discussing the employment history of a particular person which may lead to an appointment of a particular person.  
LEAVE EXECUTIVE SESSION AND RECONVENE REGULAR MEETING

At 7:15 PM the Town Board of the Town of Gardiner left executive session and reconvened the regular meeting. 

STERLING ENVIRONMENTAL – AQUIFER LAW
Mark Millspaugh was present to discuss the findings on the review of the law for an aquifer overlay district.  Mr. Millspaugh stated the such a law is an important tool for a municipality.  This particular law creates a town wide overlay.  With this in mind much more work is needed on the law before it can be adopted.  There are far reaching aspects of the law that are usually associated with a town that has a municipal water system, which of course the town does not have.  The map presented identifies the re-charge areas but does not identify the aquifer locations.  Some regulating by this law is already highly regulated on state and/or federal level.

Board members believe that the law is complex and more studies along with a legal review is necessary to fine tune this law.  Sterling Environmental will provide the town with a final report. 

ETHICS BOARD APPOINTMENTS

There were 9 potential candidates for appointment to the 5 member Ethics Board.  On motion of Councilman Wiegand, seconded by Councilwoman Walls the following were appointed to the Ethics Board:  Jon Simonson – 5 yr. term, Johanna Hecht – 4 yr. term, Michael Hartner – 3 yr. term and Gail Foster – 2 yr. term.  Liz Glover Wilson was appointed on motion of Councilman Weigand, seconded by Councilman Dukler and carried.  Councilwoman Walls recused.  All terms are effective February 2019.  
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DASNY APPLICATION FOR SAM GRANT

A resolution was adopted on motion of Councilman Wiegand, seconded by Councilman Dukler and carried on the application of a SAM grant from DASNY for repairs to the Forest Glen Road bridge in the amount of $100,000.
Resolution No. 44 - Authorizing the Town of Gardiner to Apply to DASNY for SAM Grant-Offered by Councilman Wiegand

Whereas, The Dormitory Authority of the State of New York (DASNY) has a State and Municipal Facilities Program (SAM) with grant moneys available to be used for various projects within municipalities; and

Whereas, the Town of Gardiner applied for a SAM grant for the repair/replacement of the bridge on a Town of Gardiner highway known as Forest Glen Road; and

Whereas, DASNY selecte4d the Town of Gardiner to receive a grant in the amount of $100,000 for improvements to Forest Glen Bridge designated as Project ID 12847; and

Whereas, SASNY has forwarded a Grant Disbursement Agreement to the Town of Gardiner to be executed as a prerequisite for receipt of said grant moneys from DASNY; and

Whereas, a review of the Town Board minutes indicate that a formal resolution authorizing the application for said grant was not made but it was clearly the intention of the Town Board to do so and the Town Board gave its informal imprimatur to said application; and 

Whereas, the Town Board of the Town of Gardiner wishes to correct that oversight nunc pro tunc, it is hereby 

Resolved, that the Town Board of the Town of Gardiner retroactively authorizes the Town to apply DASNY for the aforesaid SAM grant; and

Be It Further Resolved, that the Supervisor of the Town of Gardiner be, and hereby is authorized to execute and deliver the DASNY Grant Disbursement Agreement and to execute such additional documents as may be necessary to secure said DASNY SAM grant.

Seconded by Councilman Dukler and carried. 

TOWN HALL INTERNET ISSUES

The internet at the Town Hall is very outdated.  Employees have difficulty with the speed and various other issues that slows work progress down and impedes the use of our electronic devices.  The Town has received a proposal from Hudson Valley Geek to upgrade the modem and the router in the amount of $992.46
  Cost on a monthly basis will be approximately $30-$40 a month.  A motion was made by Councilman Dukler, seconded by Councilwoman Walls and carried authorizing the expenditures required to upgrade our internet.  

TOURISM RELATED WORKSHOP

Supervisor Majestic stated there was nothing to report on other than they are working on the law.  Councilwoman Walls believes that a policy must be created for public hearings.  She was very unhappy with the public hearing for the moratorium at the disrespect and lack of civility during the hearing. The aggression towards the town board, who has been very diligent and inclusive of the town residents, was upsetting and was taken very personal.  Accusations were very hurtful and untrue and flat out abusive in her opinion.  
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UPDATE ON DOT REQUESTS

Supervisor Majestic stated that she has received information from UC Emergency Management regarding traffic and safety in the Town.  She also stated that a resolution was adopted 2 years ago and sent to DOT requesting a traffic study at the intersection of Bruynswick Rd and Route 44-55.  Ms Majestic will look into the status of the study. 
A request was made for a crosswalk at the post office with staked signs in the roadway pointing out that it is a pedestrian crosswalk.  This section of the road is much to narrow to allow for these.  One truck comes through and it’s destroyed.  Another suggestion was the use of flags from one side of the road to the other.  DOT stated these are ineffective.  As far as putting a sign at the rail trail, a 5-yr. permit is required and the sign must be put out and taken in on a daily basis.    It was suggested that the town reach out to the DOT for volunteers.  Before implementing this the town would want a letter from the DOT agreeing to the sign and the management of the sign.
