SEWER TREATMENT PLANT PRESENTATION 

Jason Pitingaro and Darren Doetsch of Pitingaro & Doetsch presented their finding on the sewer treatment plant.  Their report covers a description of our sewer system and how it works, the Infiltration and Inflow (I&I) of wastewater into the system and how it gets there and recommendations to increase capacity.  Currently they believe the sewer system is at or near capacity. They believe there are many reasons for this including broken or cracked pipes, the use of sump pumps by residents, the dire need of repair of the Dusinberre Rd pump station and storm drains to name a few. Problems with capacity can be solved in 2 phases.  One to decrease the I&I and two the expansion of the sewer treatment plant.  Discussion continued with responsibility of tank replacement, costs to re-hab the pump station and the cost of investigating each connection.  Grants are available.  Board members will need time to review the report. 

ELECTRONIC RECYCLING 

Dan Scharf, town recycling attendant, has questioned whether or not the Town would like to start charging for electronic waste.  The company that the Town is currently contracted with picks up the electronics for free.  However, there is a great deal of time and material involved in preparing for the pick-up.  We had 12 pallets for pick up but the company had room for 3 pallets.  We now have a backlog of electronics.  A survey was conducted with adjoining towns and Mr. Scharf found 2 towns do not take any electronics, 4 towns use the same company as us for pick up and they do not charge and 2 towns charge various fees. Board members discussed the options with no decision made.  
DOG CONTROL OFFICER APPOINTMENT 

On motion of Councilwoman Walls, seconded by Councilman Dukler and carried, The Town Board appointed Andy McKee as the dog control officer.  

 With a salary of $12,800 along with a stipend of $2,800 for the use of the telephone and mileage.  
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TOURISM RELATED LAW 
Supervisor Majestic and Councilwoman Walls have worked on the definitions.  Board members discussed different concerns and how to establish the wording with the definitions at length.  It was agreed that it would be necessary to speak with attorney Allyson Phillips for some guidance.  Once the definitions have been modified Supervisor Majestic will put them on the website.  These definitions will be put on the website.
PARK PAVILION RENTAL FEES

  Last week the Parks and Rec Committee presented new fees for the rental of the park pavilion.  On motion of Councilman Dukler, seconded by Councilwoman Walls and carried, it was agreed that the fees for rental of the pavilion will be $125 for residents and $175 for nonresidents.  
MASS GATHERING PERMIT – LAZY RIVER CAMPGROUND

Questions from last week’s meeting from Supervisor Majestic have been answered satisfactorily.  There being no other concerns a Mass Gathering Permit was approved on motion of Councilwoman Walls, seconded by Councilman Dukler and carried. The permit allows for a food truck rally to be held on the Lazy River campground property from the hours of 10 AM to 4 PM. 

Resolution No.  52 - Mass Gathering Permit in the Matter of Lazy River Campground Food Truck Rally

Whereas, the Town of Gardiner has adopted certain rules and regulations governing outdoor musical entertainment, amusement and assemblies in order to provide for public order and the protection of safety, health and well-being of persons and property within the Town known as Chapter 107 of the Municipal Code, and

Whereas, the Lazy River Campground has proposed to hold an event known as “Food Truck Rally” on Saturday May 4, 2019 on property know as Lazy River Campground in the Town of Gardiner which is reasonably expected to attract more than 1000 persons, and

Whereas, the applicant has provided the Town Board with information concerning the purpose of the event, the hours of operation, the provision of adequate off-street parking, the provision of toilet facilities, and copies of notice sent to and letters received from area police agencies, fire departments and rescue squads, and

Whereas, the Town Board is satisfied that adequate provisions have been made by the applicant and that planned event will not disturb the public order and safety, then

Resolved, the Town Board of the Town of Gardiner hereby grants a Mass Gathering Permit for an outdoor assembly known as “Lazy River Campground Food Truck Rally” to be held on Saturday May 4, 20219, between the hours of 10:00 A.M. and 4:00 P.M. on property know as Lazy River Campground in the Town of Gardiner in accordance with the application presented to the Town. 

Seconded by Councilman Dukler and carried.
