The regular meeting of the Gardiner Town Board was held this date at 7:00 PM at the Gardiner Town Hall.  Supervisor Majestic presided with Councilwoman Walls and Councilmen Dukler and Wiegand.  There were approximately 9 audience members.

BOARD OPENINGS
The Town has vacancies on the following boards/committees:  Planning Board, Zoning Board of Appeals, Environmental Conservation Commission and Open Space Commission.  

AGRICULTURAL APPLICATIONS
Agricultural District Inclusion Applications will be accepted from March 1st through March 29th by Burt Samuelson of the UC Planning Department. 

RESIGNATION
On March 11, 2019 Supervisor Majestic received an email from Councilman Mike Reynolds stating that he is resigning from the Town Board effective immediately because he no longer lives in Gardiner.  The Town Board needs to fill this seat which will run through December 31, 2019.  Supervisor Majestic asked the Board for suggestions on how to proceed with this vacancy.  Councilwoman Walls suggested leaving it a 4 member board.  Councilman Wiegand felt the seat should be filled and to post the vacancy.  Councilman Dukler also thinks the vacancy should be filled but hopes it does not influence the elections in November.   Supervisor Majestic suggested canvassing the Democrats, Republicans and Conservatives for possible candidates or other Board vacancies applicants may be interested.  It was decided that the Supervisor would reach out to the political parties for possible candidates and advertise.

BUILDING DEPARTMENT
The Building Department submitted 4 additional fees to its fee schedule:  Garages under 1,000 sq. ft – $150 plus .15 cents a sq. ft.; New Commercial Space - $300 plus .15 cents a sq. ft.; Windows and Door Replacement - $75; Solar Farms $2,000 per acre.  The Board had some discussion about the Solar Farm fees.  A motion was made by Councilwoman Walls, seconded by Councilman Dukler and carried that the Solar Farm fee would be $4,000 per acre (which would incorporate the entire parcel).

ASSESSOR
 At the March 5, 2019 it was discussed about Maureen Gallagher’s reappointment as Assessor.  A motion was made by Councilwoman Walls, seconded by Councilman Dukler and carried to re-appoint Maureen Gallagher to another 5 year term
Resolution No. 57 - Pursuant to RPTL § 310, the Town Board hereby re-appoints Maureen Gallagher as Sole Appointed Assessor for a six-year term beginning October 1, 2019 ending September 30, 2025 and to serve at the pleasure of the Town Board. The State Board’s Rules for Real Property Tax Administration requires Maureen Gallagher to meet and maintain minimum qualification standards.

MASS GATHERING PERMIT
Resolution No. 58 - A Mass Gathering Application was submitted by Wright’s Farm for the Cupcake Festival to be held on May 18, 2019 at Wright’s Farm.  A motion was made by Councilman Wiegand, seconded by Councilman Dukler and carried to grant the Mass Gathering Permit to Wright’s Farm for the Cupcake Festival.  
Whereas, the Town of Gardiner has adopted certain rules and regulations governing outdoor musical entertainment, amusement and assemblies in order to provide for public order and the protection of safety, health and well-being of persons and property within the Town known as Chapter 107 of the Municipal Code, and
Whereas, Wrights Farm has proposed to hold an event known as “Gardiner Cupcake Festival” on Saturday May18, 2019 on property know as the Wrights Farm in the Town of Gardiner which is reasonably expected to attract more than 1000 persons, and
Whereas, the applicant has provided the Town Board with information concerning the purpose of the event, the hours of operation, the provision of adequate off-street parking, the provision of toilet facilities, and copies of notices sent and letters received from area police agencies, fire departments and rescue squads, and
Whereas, the Town Board is satisfied that adequate provisions have been made by the applicant and that planned event will not disturb the public order and safety, then
[bookmark: _GoBack]Resolved, the Town Board of the Town of Gardiner hereby grants a Mass Gathering Permit for an outdoor assembly known as “Gardiner Cupcake Festival” to be held on Saturday May 18, 2019, between the hours of 12:00 P.M. and 5:00 P.M. on property know as the Wrights Farm in the Town of Gardiner in accordance with the application presented to the Town.: 

DASNY GRANT 
Councilman Dukler made a brief presentation on his findings on the $100,000 Grant Proposal for improvements to be made on the Forest Glen Road Bridge decking on the Wallkill Valley Rail Trail.  A motion was made by Councilman Dukler, seconded by Councilwoman Walls and carried to have the Town move forward with CPL to generate the Bid Package for the work to be done.  

WORKSHOP OF TOURIST RELATED LAND USE APPLICATIONS
Reviewed definitions that were discussed at the March 5th Board Meeting.  Supervisor Majestic gave a brief discussion on her research of the Samuel Pryor Campground on Rt. 299. Councilman Wiegand and Dukler expressed confirmation that the moratorium excludes B&B’s and Chapter 200.  All Board Members want to make sure that the definitions are integrated throughout the Code and that all codes reference the same definitions.  Supervisor Majestic shared the definition for Day Camps (non-overnight camps providing recreation, arts and crafts and other activities for preschool and school age participants, limited to summer and other school vacation periods) and went on to define Campgrounds (any parcel of land on which two or more camping units).  Campground may include permanent structures such as service buildings and recreation structures, excluding golf courses, resorts and lodging.  Not including trailer parks, boarding houses, hotel or motels.  Chapter 200 – Town Board to decide whether accessory apartments in the RA District should be “use by right” or if they require a “special use permit”.  Dennis Doyle and Rob Liebowitz of Ulster County Planning Department suggested this is not a use by right that it should require a special use permit.  Supervisor Majestic will send the definitions from tonight’s meeting to the attorney and ask what is needed to turn into law and then go forth for a date for a public hearing.
