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Joshua R. Jacobson, founder and wrector of the Zamjr Chorale of Boston, is
Professor of Music and Director of Choral Activities at Northeastern University,
and Visiting Professor of jewish Music at Hebrew College. Dr. jacobson has
guest conducted a number of ensembles, incluwng the Boston Pops Orchestra
and the Boston Lyric Opera Company. He has guest lectured throughout
North America and in Israel. He has also written articles on choral music, and
h.is published compositions and arrangements have been performed by choirs
around the world. His book, ChClnting the I-IebreJJJ Bible: The /lrt if CcmtillCition, was
published by the Jewish Publication Society in 2002. In May 2004, the Cantors
Assembly presented Dr. Jacobson with its prestigious Kavod Award.

Zamir Chorale of Boston
Now in its 35th season, the Zamir ChoIale of Boston is Iecognjzed
as "AmeIica's foremost Jewish chmal ensemble." Zamir, whjch means
"rughtingale" in Hebrew, is committed to the highest quality performance of
music spanning thousands of yeaIs, four continents, and a variety of styles.
The ChoIale's Iepe.rtoire includes Jewish liturgical pieces, major classical wOIks,
music of the Holocaust, newly commjssioned works, and Israeli, Yiddjsh, and
Ladino folksongs. ZamiI cunently has 16 IecoIwngs on the HaZamir label,
ranging from Baroque masteIwoIks to seasonal celebIations. ZamiI's 1999 tOUI
to Eastern EUIope is the subject of the PBS documentary ZClmir: ./eJJJish Voices
Return to PoICInd. Zamir is Chorus-in-Residence at HebIew Colle .

PROGRAM NOTES

Music and love are both ulliveIsaJ. Anthropologists have found music of
some fonn in eveIy human society. And love is an emotion that every healthy
human being craves. Of course, there aIe many kinds of love: love of coun­
try, love of a parent, love of a cruld, love of God. In this program, Zamir fo­
cuses its repertoire on romantic love. Some of these songs are ancient, but their
themes resonate across hundreds of years and thousands of miles.

The eaIliest love songs of the Jewish people have been pIeserved in the
Hebrew Bible. Shir HCI-shirim One Song if Songs or lne Most Sublime Song) is
regarded by some as the wOIk of King Solomon (tenth century BC"), by oth­
eIS as an anthology of women's amOIOUS aiIS fIom ancient ISIael (peIhaps
from the thjId century BC!.'). Some have questioned why a collection such as
this, in which God is not mentioned even once, should have found a place in
the bibljcal canon. Yet Rabbi Akiva (d. 135 c!.') considered Shir HCI-shirim the
holiest of all the writings. Alciva also made it cleaI that these weIe not Iibald
ditties: "Whoever sings The Song of Songs in taverns, treating it like an ordinary
song, has no place in the World to Come." Indeed, The Song of Songs is no
"ordjnary song." A surface Ieading does reveal erotic longing and a sensuality
evoked througb descIiptions of visions, sounds, tastes, aromas, and touch­
ing. But a careful analysis reveals a deeply spiritual, monogamous "I-Thou"
relationship, and, in the words of CaIey Ellen Walsh, "a yearning for things
unseen."

Sephardic jews have a rich repertoire of love songs, some of them mme
than 500 yeaIs old. In many of these songs a young man is in such an amo­
rous state he declares he is "dying of love." In others, a woman laments the
state of an unhappy marriage and fantasizes about a bandsome man who
would come to take heI away.

After the middle of the runeteenth centUIY, there was an efflorescence
of love songs among the Jews of Eastern Europe. Noted folldmist Ruth
Rubin suggests that this phenomenon may have stemmed from both the new
exposUIe to modernity and seculaI liteIature, and the gIadual abandonment
of the pIactice of ananged marriages. Rubin notes, "In eastern Europe of
the runeteenth century, of aU the categories of Yiddish folk songs, love songs
were the most numerous, popular, melowous, and poetic."

The establishment of Yiddish tbeater troupes in the late nineteenth and
early twentieth century created a new venue for the promulgation of love
songs. The most successful of aU love songs from the Yiddish theateI was
Sholom Secunda's "Ba Mjr Bistu Sheyn," which, translated into Enghsh, be­
came the numbeI-one song on the 1938 American Hit Parade.



In the cultural climate of the past 50 year, Diasl om J 'ws, I y and large,
no longer sing Jewish love songs. Instead, Jewish coml os 'rs su h as Irving
Berlin, George Gershwin, Harold Arlen, Richard R dg rs, I renz Hart,
Leonard Bernstein, Jerry Lieber, Mike Stoller, Carole I in , Neil edaka,
and Barry Mann (to name a few), have made significant contributions to the
corpus of American popuJar love songs. To find Jewish love songs today one
has to look to the Jewish State, where Israeli songwriters have produced a
stunning repertoire of love songs of all Aavors.

Yehezkel Braun is today considered one of Israel's greatest composers. Born
in 1922 in Germany, he was brought to Eretz Yisrael at the age of LwO. The
traditional Jewish and Eastern Mecl.iterranean tracl.itional musics that he heard
in his early environment would become an important inAuence in his proJ.ific
career as a composer. In 2001 he was awarded the prestigious Israel Prize.
Braun wrote:

I composed Sbir Ha-Jbirim Ci17lel in 1973 at the behest of Shlomo Kaplan
from the Mercaz Letarbut Ulkhinuk11 (Center for Culture and Education)
of the Histadrut (The Israel Labor Organization). Sbir Ha-Jbirim was 1'0'
choice, because it is the greatest love poetry ever created, at once the most
sensual and spiritual, most down to earth and most elevated, the ultimate
expression of oneness of body and soul. I chose Chapt r Thr e because
it shows a more or less continuous narrative, or rather drama.

FIVE HEBREW LOVE SONGS

A Grammy nominee, Eric Whitacre is a rising star in the choral world. The
composer recently wrote about the genesis of Five Hebrew Love Songs.

In the spring of 1996, my great friend and brilliant violinist Friedemann
Eichhorn invited me and my girlfriend-at-the-time, Hila Plitmann
(a soprano), to give a concert with him in his home city of Speyer,
Germany. We had all met that year as students at the Juilliard School
and were inseparable. Because we were appearing as a band of traveling
musicians, Friedy asked me to write a set of troubadour songs for
piano, violin, and soprano. I asked Hila (who was born and raised in
Jerusalem) to write me a few "postcards" in her native tongue, and
a few days later she presented me with these exgwsite and delicate
Hebrew poems. I set them while we vacationed in a small sJillng village
in the Swiss Alps, and we performed them for the first time a week later
in Speyer.

I had never set Hebrew text before, but I found it to be an exguisite
language for music. Each of the songs captures a moment that Hila
and I shared together. "Kala KaLla" (Light Bride) was a pun I came up
with while she was first teaching me Hebrew. The beIJs at tl1e beginning
of "Eyze Sheleg!" are the exact pitches tl1at awakened us each morning
in G rmany as they rang from a nearby cathedral. These pieces are
profoundly personal fOf me, born entirely out of my new love for this
soprano, poet, and now my beautiful wife, I--1ila Plitmann.

THREE POPULAR SONGS FROM ISRAEL

One hundred years ago Zionist ideologues created "an invented trarution"
to support a new Hebrew culture. They envisioned a c\jfferent kind of Jew:
strung, sunny, outdoor, secular, hard-working, optinUstic, closely connected
to the land, and Hebrew-speaking. An effective way to convey thjs image to
Jews all around the world, and to unify aU the Jews in tl1e)'isbm; was tl1rough
a repertoire of new songs, zelller ha-iJJr!y, rehearsed in school music classes,
promulgated through official publications, and heard in live performances,
as well as on radio and recordings. Many of these songs crossed the Atlantic
and became effective tools for American Jews to express solidarity with

the Ziorust enterprise. The lyrics of these songs were often taken from
tl1e Hebrew Bible. These were not religious songs, but by quoting or
paral hrasing tl1e Bible, the authors of these songs created a vital link wim
the ancient past.
